A. The tuition ass istance program w ill 

co ntinu e to provide full tuition for 

dependent children o f eligibl e faculty and 

sta ff who have compl eted one year o f 

service. 

Q. The fl at rate tuiti on for new full -time 

students includes fees. Is that true for 

d ependent children under the tuition 

ass istance benefit? 

A. Tuiti on ass istan ce pertains to tuition 

on ly. It does not include fees o r other 

charges . Under the new structure, the 

general fee for full-time dependents will 

be $750 per semester.
