I continued in & minor eapacity to work
with the Advertiding Department up until November
1, 1931, at which time the Star-Telegram issued a
special edition in comnsction with the opening of the
faxaa & Paciflic Railway Compuany's mew pussenger
station, freigat terminal, warehouse, ysrds and allied
activites oostingvfiftasn million dollars. It was
guite a nice edition and carried about ifty thousand
dollars worth of advertising. Folilowing that issue,
I was relegated or retired, so-to-speak, to the stud
farm om the basis that 4 had served my time in thc
Advertising Uepartument,

Now, comes the opening of the Consgolidated
Aireraft Corporation's new thirty million dollar
plant and my assoclates promised that if I would try
and come back for another issue I weuld be permanently
retired - at least im that department, Thus in as
few words &s possibie I have tried to explain the
predicament that now confronts ume.
