if you say anything aboutl Mr, Carter having gotten in
touch with you, please do not mention his connection
with the newspaper or radio, After your letter is
sealed, either hand the envelope to your local post-
master or place it in a plain envelope and mark it
"Pogtmaster Prisoner of War Mall" and leave it un-
sealed, The Germans have protested against some of
our postmarked cancellations and this is done for the
purpose of having the letters leave our country with-

out. postmarks,
