I received a telegram lazt night from
Senator Connally as per the enclosed copy and also
anclose a copy of my answer which was sent after lirs,
Deskins had talked with Mre Hokman Willis in R,anoke,
Virginia, Thig did not give very much information but
at least it is encouraging in the fact that another
observation crew at an outpost was taken prisoner. It
is feasible thet Amon Junior was taken likaaiao. You
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While in Washington last Tuesday, I spent

sbout two hours in Colonel Charles illen Fasterbrook's
officéy He has charge of the lists of ecasualties,
wounded, missing, etes, and ineidentally receives

the lists of prisoners when they do come in through

the International fed Yross, The list in which Amon's
caite was included consisted of %06 and he was the only
officer in the list ~ meanwhile three of the boys reported
missing at the same time as hAuwon had returned to their
regpective headquarters, Quite often the enemy is not as
particular aboul keeping the privateg as they are the
officers and permit thewm to escape.

Norman Davis, head of the Red Oross, told me
on Saturday previous to my visit with Colonel Easter-
brook last Tuesdayy that they had received word that
1300 American prisoners had errived in Gsrmeny, Of
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course the melin thing now is to hope and pray that-
Amon 1s & prisoner. However, if we had any preference

I would rather he be an Italian prisoner instead of
a Qerman prigoner ags the Italians may blow up before
the Germons 4oy

It goes without saying that we have had a very
unhappy four weeks today pipgee receiving the information,
meanwnlle analyzing the situation from all angles, we
cannot keep from being encouraged to the pcmt that we
feel Amon is probably & prisoner either in Germany or
ltaly, ZKnowing his dispoeition, I feel sure he will
make friends with the eneuy as we have often diseusﬁed
these matters together personally, .

&lsoy enclosed are ccpies of letters I recsived
from Major Talbot and Captain Malless, Captein kalless
is the intelligence officer in the 9lst Field Artillery.
Major Tulbot, of Fort Worth, has been on the General's
staff although I understand that he is now in cherge of
a bﬂ.‘bt&li@ﬂs

I wont you as well as Sidney's Mother and Dad
to know how much I appreciate your thoughtful and-
congtant attention concerning Amon 3unibr in the ﬁifficult



times we are passing through. Incidentally 1 have
had some seven hundred letlters and telegrams frow
people all over the United States, which have been
excsedingly consolings JAmong them are lovely letters
from the Presi«.ant, General Lmold and General Ward,
