into active service in 1941. He 
trained at Fort Knox, Ky_. and 
spent S'~me time with his divi!: io_n 
in Ireland and Engla,nd before go­
ing to Africa. 

The date of being reported miss­
ing, coincides with the opening of 
the original German offensive 
through Faid Pass.
