In t hi s let ter .Amon Junior 
t ells me that Lt . Paul D. iur a.ble ha.a just ar r ived 
f r om Fr~nce nncl ·hat he would a Jpreciat e my not i ­
f ying you. 

In t ho event you have not 
already been advised, this camp is l ocated i n tho 
Polish Corr idor about 100 miles south of Danzig near 
a l ittle town named Sohubin. f' r om all information 
I have been ablo to aathcr, it is as good a perma-
nent camp for ,pri soners of m.r UJ has been established, 
ho.10ver t hey are where it is extremely cold and with 
pr acti cally no fuel, not too many clothes , i.nd only 
focxi furnished by the Red Cross, which makes t he 
wint ers very severe . Amon J unior has been a pri• 
soner since February, l')L.,J and vrhile i t isn ' t very 
pl easant to think he will have to boa prisoner 
anot her winter, he probably has gotten .somewhat ac­
customed to their living condi t i ons und writes very 
optimisti c und cheerf ul let t erH. 

1a th t ho transportation 
pret ty ,1011 disrupted, we have not been getting mail 
us promptly ao v,as done in the puot und i n thi s l ot­
t er Amon acknowledges a packago sent him la.st Mo.rch 
when thoy huve beon receiving them ovary two or threo 
months . If there is any informati on that I may be 
able t o give you in connection with packages or 
wr i ting letters, please qo not heaitate to call on 
me .

in Oflag 61~, Germany. In this lettor mon Junior 
tells me that Lt. Paul D. i&1rable ha.o just urrived 
fron France ancl that he would aJpreciate my not i­
fying you. 

In tho event you have not 
already been advised, this camp is located in the 
Polish Corridor about 100 mil es south of Danzig nour 
a little town na.med Dchubin. From all information 
I have been ablo to gather, it is as good a perr:ia­
nent camp for , prisoners of .rar £ s has been established, 
hm10ver they are v1hero it is extremely cold and with 
practically no fuel, not too muny clothes , ~ncl only 
food furnishod by the Red Cross , ,~hich makes the 
vdnters very severe. Amon Junior has been a pri• 
soner since February, 1943 uncl vrhile it isn ' t very 
pleasant to think he will have to be a prisoner 
another vdntor , he pr obably has gotten . sommrhat ac­
customed to their living concUtiomi uncl vrrites very 
optimistic und cheerful letterH.
