Quite a lot of each letter
was deleted however from the subject that part censored
oul, probably concerned the confiscation of the Red
Cross [ood parcels by the Germans, Anyway, he told
of having received the Red Cross Christmas packages
which conteined turkey and goodies for Christmas, e
sald it was the {irst turkey he had seen in two years
and told of having made pies which they planned to eat
at ten o'clock that night,

I hope you are hearing regularly
and shall appreciate any Information you may receive
from these boys.
