Quite a lot of each letter was deleted
however from the subject that pert censored out pro~
bably concerned the confiscation of the Red Cross food
parcels by the Germans, Anyway, he told of having re-
ceived the Red Cross Christmas packages which contained
turkey and goodies for Christmas, He said it was the
first turkey he had seen in two years and told of
having made pies which they planned to eat at ten o'clock
that night.

Prom the tone of these letiers he
seemed in excellent spirits and said they were all {ine,

I hope you are hearin;’ regularly and
shall appreciate any information you may receive about
these boys. -

Let's continue to hope and pray that
they will soon be home with us again,
