“Carter was in charge of dis-
tributing Red Cross parcels and
when I saw him last yesterday he
was in good shape and was staying
in the Luckenwalde camp in coin-
pliance with the senior American
officer’s order that prisoners stay
there until arrangements are made
for them,” said Lt. Henry N. Crel-
lin, Springfield, Ohio.

Crellin reached Ainerican lines
with Lt. Robert H. Harvel of Chi
cago and Lt. Lewis L. Dalofie of
Natrona Heights, Pa.

Crellin was captured in Metz
last October from the 5th Division.
Harvey, a Flying Fortress navi-
gator, was shot down over Berlin
last June. And Dalofie was cap-
tured from the 103rd Division in
December. p’
