,/\ngeles, Aug. 22 (U.P.l-Amon 
G Ut";r, Fort Worth publisher 
a an · intimate friend of Will 
Rogers for 20 years, disclosed today 
that the humorist-actor 's gifts to 
two favorite organizations amount­
ed to thousands of dollars. 

Carter said he was with Rogers 
when he made the first of a series 
of radio broadcasts for an oil com­
pany.
