The balance of it is intact « in fact,
there has never been a check issued against the account
as I have paid all the personal expense in connection
with the matter myself., However, we do have & law suit
with the Arlington Downg in an effort to have them turn
in the full proceeds of the benefit Race Meet we held,
claiming they had no right to pay the State $3800,004
ite share of the par mutuel returns, on the basis that I
held the Race Meet personally and that if any tazes
were due, I was accountable to the State and not
Arlington Downse So, we still have about $17,000400
coming from Arlin;ton Downs which I hope to get settled
up at an early date, if I can ever light long enough to
have the law suit. This"in a nut shell"about covers
the Texas situation.

It has been my idea right along that
Mrse Rogers and her fumily should havethe final say
on how this momey should be spant. While, I realize
she would hesitate tc make any s stions T still feel
that they kmow better what would pleased Will than
anyone else and I am willing to rollow their suggestions
at any time.
