THE FEW MINUTES NECESSARY TO GREET THE "TYPICAL AMERICAN FAMILY" AND I
REQUESTED IT ONLY BECAUSE OF THE BELIEF THAT THE PRESIDENT WOULD WANT TO SEE
THEM AND HIS DOING SO MIGHT SERVE A USEFUL PURPOSE PERIOD THE LEATHERS FAMILY
OF CLARENDON WAS CHOSEN THE TYPICAL FAMILY OF TEXAS AT THE ANNUAL COﬁVENTION
