It is my plan to be in Washington Sate
urday, DPecember 13th, to attend the Gridiron dinner and
if there is any sossible chance on that day I should
like to present the President with his new hat - without
any photographs, publicity or anyone knowing anything
about it. Meanwhile, if this is imposeible, I will turn
the hat over to you to deliver the first opportunity
as I do not want any publicity or recognitioan in any
manner, other than to know the President will have one
of the finest hats in the United States - 7 3/8, his sise.

I hope you do not conslder it was pre-
sumptiious on my part in sending the telegram regsrding
the strike situation. We have been following this matter
up vigorously in our newspapers and I felt that the telegranm
contained the sentiment of the great majority oi our
people in Texas and, I imagine, throughout the country as
a whole, It was sent with my sincere best wishes.
