Dear Mr. Carter : 

I am sure I need not tell you with what pleasure I 
received your letter of September 30. I recall with much 
pleasure your brief stay here and I hope the next time 
that you come to Mexico City, we will be able to have you 
here longer and that Mrs. Messersmith and I may have the 
opportunity of seeing you in our home. It is good of you 
to say you would be glad to see me in Fort Worth, and you 
my be sure that if I am ever able to get away from here, 
I shall be very happy to spend a few days in your charming 
city. Jtort Worth is one of the Texas cities which up to 
now, unfortunately for me, I have never been able to visit. 

What you say cone erning the.American Airlines is fully 
justified. It is an initiatte,r of our people at home of 
which I am deeply appreciative and I am confident that it 
is a very splendid thing. The Mexicans are particularly 
impressed that we have been able to do this in these diffi­
cult times and are all the more appreciative of the service 
rendered and of the understanding shovm by the .American Air­
lines and those who made this possible. 

I am delighted to know that you had an opportunity of 
seeing the President in Fort Worth recently and I wish I 
could think that this trip may have been· some little sur­
cease from his heavy labors. In spite of all t h e many 
things which fil l ed his trip, I am sure that the President 
enjoyed it and that it was in some ways a rest for him. He 
is so tremendously interested and vital that a chang e of 
scene is always a rest for him. It is good of you to have 
made reference in your talk with him to wh a t I am trying 
to do here and I am ver y appreciative. 

This job here is getting bigger all t he time and the 
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burd en heavier, but in some way or other, I seem to be 
able to get a way with i t i n s p ite of the long hours . It 
has been my desire to make a trip home , if only f or a 
few we ek s, but I s ee no pr ospe ct of doing so in the near 
future . I have been h ere continuously since Fe bruary 
and have not been in Wash ington sinc e J anua r y . This is 
t he first time in years t hat I have not been a ble to make 
t wo or t h ree trips to Vashington during th e co urse o f the 
year . Our program of economic relationsh i p s with Mexico 
is continuously g rowing and t he collaboration whi ch the 
Mexican Government is g iving us i s complete . The strategic 
materi a ls wb. ic h we a re getting from Mexico in increasing 
Quantities are playing a v e r y important role i n our wa r 
effort . 

You have an excellen t memory in thinking of t he ha t . 
It is more t han go o d of you t o think of it a t a ll, and I 
as sure you t~t I shoul d be very ha ppy to have one . My 
size is Zff . I c an only make one promise and t h at 
is that i f you send me one , I sha ll wear it !
