There was
a pretty good sale for the Garner book in Texas universities.

T believe I could get enough books for all these
1,500 school and college libaries for $1000 or 75 cents a piece. You
have done so many things T am reluctant to write to you about this.
But as thgy are pushing me now I want tc let the publishers know.

We trised to get General Eisenhower for the speaker
at the Gridiron Dinner, but were told that he would be in Texas
as the guest of you and Mr. 31d Richardson at the time, so I
suppose you will be uneble to come to the December 1Uth one,
