It is my understanding that General Walter Krueger, of San
Antonio, and Mr, Lamer Fleming, Jr.,, of Houston, have consented to
gerve as co-chalrmen of this important Committee; and you will undoubtedly
hear from them as to the details of the progran,

I feel sure that you will be interested in joining with these other
citizens in giving your best thought and effort to the plans for combating
this dreaded disease, The year 1950 saw the worst polio epidemic in the
history of Texas; and we must all, of course, do everything within our
power to encourage research in the fileld of prevention and to provide
facilities for treatment of hogpitalization of the victims,
