CALL TO ALL.CHINESE

Japan was attempting in the occupied
areas first to weaken China’s spirit of
resistance through political propaganda,
and, secondly, to exploit Chinese resoutces

The Generalissimo appealed to all
Chinese in the occupied areas to rise as
one man against the Japanese ‘‘ mopping
up’’ operations, create disturbances in the
Japanese vear, destroy Japanese communi-
cations and supplies, and exterminate
traitors.

“In other words,” he declared, ¢ make
it impossible for the Japanese to start
productive enterprises in the areas they
were at present occupying.’’

CHINESE ARMY LARGER
THAN EVER

A circular telegram, addressed to mem-
bers of the families of officers and men
who had fallen in the war, was then
issued by General Chiang. The telegram
assured them that the Chinese Govern-
ment was making every effort to take
care of the families and children of those
who had been killed. 1

According to a statement by the Chinese
War - Minister, General Ho Ying-Chin,
Japanese casualties since the start of
hostilities totalled 911,000 killed and
wounded ; 716 aeroplanes had beén shot
down or damaged.

The War Minister revealed that the
present strength of the Chinese regular
army was 50 per cent. greater than at
the time of the outbreak of hostilities.

The army had over 1,000,000 mobile
troops with improved armaments and
several hundred regiments of reserves.

MANCHUKUO FIGHTING

From REUTER’S CORRESPONDENT,
TOKYO, Sunday.

A general retreat of Soviet and Mongol
troops, following an all-night battle on
the Manchukuo frontier, is claimed in a
field despatch received here to-day by the
Domei Agency.

According to the despatch the enemy
put up a desperate resistance along the
Holsten River, and in their retreat left
behind large numbers of dead and
quantities of arms and ammunition. A
number of military bridges over the
Holsten River are said to have been des-
troyed by the Japanese bombing ’planes,
hampering the vetreat of the Mongol
troops.
