House committee disputes song change

Members of the House of Student 
Representatives said Tuesday that a 
sudden change in the music to be 
IK-rformed at TCU's fall convocation 
IN the result ot censorship on the part 
of six religion professors who 
convinced the administration to 
make the change. 

E. Keith Pomykal, chairman of the 
House Academic Affairs Committee, 
said that the TCU Choral Union had 
been planning to sing "Battle Hymn 
of the Republic" at convocation on 
Oct. 27., at which Vice President 
George Bush & scheduled to s|>eak. 

TCU dancers 
kick up shoes 
at state fair

TCU's Modern Dance Lab 
Company performed a lecture 
demonstration of "Dancers are 
People. Too" to more than 600 
people at the State Fair of Texas on 
Sunday. 

The performance, said Jerry 
Bywaters Cochran, director of the 
company, was designed to 
demonstrate a dancer's training, the 
elements of movement and how 
those elements are choreographed as 
dance. 

The dancers showed the audience 
that all movement has line. sha|x' 
and design, and that all dance has 
rhythm, Cochran said. They did this 
using dynamics, by which the 
dancers acted out roles. Thev 
pretended to be such things as 
|x>pcorn, cotton candy and a double 
Ferris wheel. 

Cochran said dancers are "in- 
credible machines," 

"Dance is the ultimate sport, and 
in dance everyone is the winner; not 
like in baseball or football, where 
one team must lose," she said. 

At the fair, the company also 
performed a "Sto|>-No-Go-Wait" 
routine, designed by Susan Roberts. 
The routine was similar to a square 
dance, with a caller shouting out 
commands to the dancers. 

The routine, according to 
Cochran. is known as a "chance 
dance" because each dancer knows 
the moves but doesn't know which 
dancer will be called on or when. 

At the end of the |>erformance, the 
company danced a foot-stomping 
routine to the song "Texas" by the 
Charlie Daniels Band. During the 
routine, all 21 dancers went into the 
audience and invited audience 
members to dance. 

Cochran said that while she was 
dancing with one of the audience 
participants, she asked him what 
kind of work he did. 

"1 had to think lor a minute what 
he meant," Cochran said. "To me, it 
sounded like he was a dancer. Then I 
realized he was referring to cars." 

Cochran described the entire 
pnxluction as "a |>eople |>er- 
formance." 

"Dame is earthly trinity. It trains 
the physical self, the mental self and 
ilit- spiritual self," she said. 

But Pomykal said the t.n lilt) 
members recently signed and itnl a 
letter to the TCU administration 
asking that the song not IK- sung. 
Soon after, the song was changed to 
"America, the Beautiful." 

Pomykal said that in the lettt i the 
professors cited three reasons for the 
requested change, claiming the 
"Battle Hymn of the Republic" is 
sexist, militaristic and that it otfends 
Moslems and Jews. He said the letter 
prompted the change. 

"My anger that 1 have ... is that 1 
don't think the religion department 
should be able to decide this bv 
itself," Pomykal laid. 

Claudia Camp, assistant prolessor 
nt  rellgfOQ, is one ol  the signatories 
of the lettei dated Oct. 3. She said 
"Battle Hymn oi the Republic" is 
sesist in that it relers onl\ to men, 
offends religious minorities on 
campus by mentioning the n.inii' ol 

Christ and is militaristic in nature, 
"The text suggests thai Cod is on 

our side in battle, which must 
suggest that God cannot be on the 
other side," Camp said. 

According to Camp, the 
presentation of the song at the 
convocation would violate the 
separation of church and state. 

She emphasized that the letter was 
sent bv individual taculH  members 

vsitlim the religion department and 
not l>\ the department itscll. The six 
professors collective!) had no 
comment about the letter. 

Pomykal said that at a meeting ot 

(he Academic Aflairs Committee on 
Tuetda) . there was a basic consensus 
ol disapproval over the song change, 
and user the manner in which it was 
changed 

Camp said the letter was sent to 
Wayne Robinson, a graduate student 
who is currently in charge ol the 
Choral Union and was surprised to 
hear ot the House's access to the 

letter. 
Robinson refused to comment on 

the letter, and said only that "it was 

an      internal     dec ision      to     sing 
America, the Beautiful."' 

Pomykal said the Academic Al- 
lans Committee got the lettei 
through Ronald Shirey. a TCU 
prolessor ol music. The professor is 
the lather ol Kevin Shires , ,i member 
ol the House ol Student  Represen 
t.itives. 

"I showed them the letter, but m\ 
advice to them was to let it lie." the 
professor laid. "I really don't care to 
get involved in this issue." 

Chancellor Bill Tucker, according 
to Administrative Assistant Toni 
Newton, said that his office was 
notified of the song change, but not 
of the reason for the change.

Speaker advocates disarmament in England

Advocating total nuclear disar- 
mament in England, and that 
country's withdrawal from NATO as 
long as the organization continues to 
deploy nuclear weapons, Alan Boyd- 
Newton of the British Campaign for 
Nuclear Disarmament (CND) gave a 
series of s|>eeches to TCU classes this 

week. 

Newton was in Fort Worth 
Monday and Tuesday to present his 
organization's views on what he 
called "both the Soviet and 
American nuclear threats in 
Eun>|>c." 

Newton, who is from Tauton, 
England, was invited to TCU by 
UCAM, the United Campuses for the 
prevention of Nuclear War. Con- 
cluding a six-week American tour, he 
left for England from Dallas/Fort 
Worth Regional Air|«>rt Wednesday. 

The tour was part of an exchange 
program that allows |x*ace activists 

from England to visit the United 
States and present their views and 
hear American opinions, It also gives 
American peace activists the same 
opportunity in Britain. 

One of the Americans who par- 
ticipated in the exchange program 
was Roxanne Elder, a native Texan 
who is helping to sponsor the Texas 
March for Peace and Justice in 
Austin Oct. 22. 

Elder said she sjxmt two months 
this summer in the CND office in 
Birmingham. England, and then one 
month in Euro|«* meeting the leaden 
of nuclear disarmament groups in 
Holland, Frame, West German) and 
Italy. 

Newton said that while in tha 
United States he has been met with 
praise and criticism, but said he can 
usually get his point across if he sits 
down and talks with an individual 
for a while. 

"If you let people talk long 
enough,   sooner   or   later   thev   will 

reali/e that nuclear weapons are not 
,i good thing," Newton said. 

The British peace activist said the 
Immediate   goal   ot   the   CND   in 
England is to prevent the placement 
of any American cruise missiles in 
Great Britain. He said in the long 
run, CND would like to see the 
withdrawal of England from NATO 
as long as it is a nuclear alliance. 

He also favors a British policy of 
total unilateral disarmament, and 
having all nuclear weapons taken 
from American military bases there. 

Newton used the state ot Texas to 
illustrate the latter goal of his 
organization. He said there are more 
than 100 American military bases in 
England, which is smaller in size 
than the lone Star state 

Newton tried to desc ril>c how the 
English leel by supposing that the 
Canadians had at least 100 military 
bases in Texas armed with nuclear 
weapons, and that Mexico was the 

so-called enemy, referring to the 
Soviets. 

Newton said the only wa) 
Americans and Soviets can avoid an 
all-out nuclear conflict is to open up 
communication between the two 
countries and for each nation to have 
an understanding ol how the other 
views the world situation. 

Both Newton and Elder noted the 
Korean Airline incident as a cleat 
indication of bow the Soviets are 
paranoid of the United States 

"In light of the Korean Airline 
Incident, if there was ever a time we 
needed to lx* pursuing, at least U'ing 
in the same room and talking and 
negotiating, it is now," Elder said. 

Newton said be believed the main 
problem with understanding the 
nuclear arms controversy in the 
United States is the lack of 
knowledge of the general 
population. 

"The problem is people are under* 
informecl." Newton said "It's wr\ 
eon to switch off when this horrific 
subject comes up. So mans people 
don't reali/e the full-scale problem." 

The Academic Altairs Committee 
will meet again on Sundu) to disc uss 
possible House action, which, 
Pomykal said, could consist ot 
personal letters to the religion 

department and the TCU ad- 
ministration, letters to the Ski//and 
a  formal   statement   of   disapproval 
from the committee, 

Pomykal said the change of songs 
constitutes censorship. 

"If they do this one time, there 
mav sinned.i\ be- a committee on 
campus that would have to approve 
everything," Pomykal said. "It's left- 
wing McCarthy ism without a 
doubt " 

Soviets set 
deadline 
for accord 

WASHINGTON (AP)-Thc Soviet 

Union  is  threatening to break oil 
talks with the United States if an 
agreement is not reached In 
December, according to U.S. of- 
ficials bete The ugrcerncnl would 
block the  tleploymcnl  of  the tust 
butch ol American nuclear missiles 
aimed at Soviet territory from 
European soil. 

While the move is taken seriously. 
it is seen as an attempt to influence 
public opinion in western Europe 
against the Reagan administration. 

"They're Irving to put the screyw 
to the Europeans," said one official 
Tuesday. 

The current round ol talks in 
Geue\ a. S\y It Zetland, Is scheduled to 
wind up at the end ol the month. 
Despite1 concessions by both sides, 
the   outlcH)k    lor   an    agreement    |>y 
December is uncertain.

Initially. President Reagan offered 
to shelve all 572 missiles if the 
Soy iets dismantled all the in- 
termediate-range missiles tliev hove 
pointed at western Europe and Asia.

Japanese politician gets prison sentence 
TOKYO (API-A Japanese judge Wednesday found 

former Prime Minister Kakuei Tanaka guilt) ol ac- 
cepting more than $2 million in bribes to promote sales 
of Lockheed Corp. aircraft and sentenced him to lour 

yean In prison. 
Judge Mitsunori Okada of Tokyo District Court also 

found the 65-year-old politician guilty ot violating 
foreign exchange laws and fined him the equivalent of 
the bribe, which Tanaka allegedly received from 
Lockhatd'l Japanese agent during his 1972-1974 tenure 
as prime minister. 

Tanaka bowed to the judge as lie entered the cour- 
troom, but stared deliantly as the verdict was read and 
remained standing after the other four defendants sat 
down. 

The ruling climaxed a marathon trial that began in 
January 1977 and was a severe blow to the governing 
Liberal Democratic Party's largest Faction, which 
Tanaka leads. There were Immediate calls tor his 
resignation from Parliament, but the powerful con- 
servative politician Immediately ap|iealed his com li tion 
and vowed not to give up his seat

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Punishments for rape: 

Castration avoids problem 
Joseph Frank Smith, a San Antonio 

man, was sentenced to 10 years of 
probation and a $10,000 fine after 
pleading guilty to two rape-related 
charges. This sentencing was 
assessed after Smith indicated that he 
was willing to undergo injections of 
Depo-Provera, a chemical which will 
supposedly make him impotent. 

At first glance, this punishment 
seems just and fitting-take away the 
means to the crime and the problem 
will be solved. And this would be an 
adequate solution if rape were a 
sexual crime, but it's not. Rape is a 
crime of violence. 

Rapists rape because they hate 
women and rape seems the easiest 
way to act out that hatred. The 
identity of the woman is not the issue 
with the rapist; simply the fact that 
she is female is enough reason to 
make him hate her. 

The "chemical castration" in- 
jections offered to Smith ignores this 
hatred. The injections only insure 
that Smith cannot commit rape. 
Thev do not. however, insure that he 
will not commit some other crime of 
violence against women. 

Smith has 10 years of probation, so 
theoretically if he does decide to rely 
on some other method of acting out 
his hatred for women, he can be 
imprisoned.  Fine.   That  will   be  a

great comfort to the next woman he 
chooses. 

Smith is probably under the care of 
a counselor. This counseling will 
probably be the most effective form 
of treatment that Smith will receive, 
but counseling results take time. In 
the meantime, he will still be har- 
boring his hatred and he will still 
have women accessible to him. 

Perhaps a better solution would be 
to keep Smith in prison for two years 
while he is being counseled, and then 
start the probation. Maybe then 
Smith would think twice before 
committing any kind of crime. 

Granted, our prisons are crowded 
and any means of reducing the 
burden on the taxpayers should be 
met with open arms. Prisons are at 
the point where they must be more 
selective about whom they let in. 
However, the burden on the tax- 
payers' wallets is nothing compared 
to the burden on the mind of women 
who know that at any time they may 
be the next target of a man who hates 
women and is looking for a way to 
relieve himself of that hatred. Those 
women's peace of mind should be 
worth the extra taxes to build more 
prisons. 

It's time that the punishments fit 
the crimes. 
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President brushes up on political humor

WASHINGTON (AP) - As President 
Reagan warms up for what he calls the 
"mashed potatoes" circuit and a round of 
political speeches, he is also warming up his 
political humor. 

He took to the podium the other night at a 
dinner marking the 10th anniversary of the 
Heritage Foundation, a conservative think 
tank, where he had been welcomed by 
Joseph Coors, the Colorado brewer and a 
member of Reagan's inner circle. 

"Actually," Reagan said, "I was a little 
surprised by the warmth of Joe's in- 
troduction.

The 
America's Cup race, for example. Now, 
there was a problem that could have been 
solved with more money and a lot of wind." 

Speaking of after-dinner speeches, the 
president opened a question and answer 
session that preceded a luncheon of the 
Associated Press board of directors last week 
by saying that he had often been an after- 
luncheon sneaker. 

"This is the first time I've been a before- 
lunch speaker," he said. "And I don't know 
whether I'd rather talk to you when you're 
hungry or when you're sleepy."

Prize deserved for human rights progress

I was delighted to read in the Skiff last 
Thursday that Lech Walesa won the Nobel 
Peace Prize. I was disturbed to read in the 
same issue Mari Larson's opinion that 
Walesa did not deserve the award. She 
claims that Walesa caused riots and his 
action inspired violence. Larson's opinion is 
a mixture of confusion and ignorance. 

It is overstepping, the limits of logic to 
state that Walesa caused riots. That is the 
same as saying Martin Luther King Jr., 1964 
Nobel Peace Prize winner, caused Jim 'Bull' 
Connor, director of public safety in Bir- 
mingham, Ala., to turn the [mlic-e attack 
dogs loose on the civil rights marchers in 
1963. History doesn't show that King made 
or caused Connor to do that. Logically 
stated there is no causal connection. 

And in like manner, Walesa never made 
Gen    Wojciech  Jaruzelski   im|M>se   martial 

law. Give credit where credit is due. The 
Polish government was under pressure from 
the Soviet Union, and it chose to deal with 
Walesa and Solidarity with violence and 
military supression. Walesa's method for the 
attainment of human rights has always been 
|>eaceful civil disobedience, labor strikes and 
discussions over the bargaining table. 

The Nobel committee awarded Walesa the 
prize because he worked with "a deter- 
mination to solve the country's problems 
through negotiations and cooperation 
without resorting to violence. . .the com- 
mittee believes that Walesa's attempt to find 
a |jeaceful solution to his country's problems 
will contribute to a relaxation of in- 
ternational tension." 

Larson may have her own definition ol 
|)eacemaker but the Nobel committee has its, 
too. The Nolwl committee has emphasized 
on several occasions when awarding the 
Peace  Prize that   a   campaign  for   human 

rights is a campaign for peace, and Walesa 
fits that well, 

There are sup|x>sed (pacemakers thai are 
willing to relinquish human rights for the 
sake of peace. The Czechoslovakians can 
quickly tell of the merits of former British 
prime minister Neville Chamlwrlain's 
ap|jeasement poUey toward the Nazis and 
his "|>eace in our time." 

Walesa had the guts to stand up to in- 
justice in the face of Insurmountable odds. 
He didn't back down once, not even when he 
was arrested, never certain if he would get 
out alive. 

It's ironic that Larson should quote Jesus 
Christ to suppuii her definition of 
|>eacemaker, "Blessed are the |)eaccmakers; 
for they shall lie called the children of God." 
Here was a man whose life, teaching! and 
disciples gave a government such turmoil 
regarding injustice.

Slaying rampage ends 
as suspect surrenders 

HEMPSTEAD, Texas (AP) - A 
man packing two .357-caliber 
Magnum pistols gave up peacefully 
at a roadblock to end a 160-mile 
rampage that left five people dead 
and a 70-year-old woman critically 
wounded, authorities said Wed- 
nesday. 

Six other people taken hostage 
during the 5'/»-hour spree Tuesday 
night were released unharmed, 
authorities said. 

A state trooper who stopped the 
man for a traffic violation was 
among those slain, said Department 
of Public Safety spokesman Larry 
Todd. It was the third mass slaying 
in eastern Texas in as many weeks. 

Law enforcement officials 
identified the suspect in custody 
Wednesday as Eliseo Hernandez 
Moreno, 24, of Bryan. He was seized 
at a roadblock outside of Houston. 

The shooting spree began at about 
6 p.m. Tuesday with the killings of a 
couple in College Station 60 miles 
northwest of Houston, authorities 
said. One of the first two victims had 
called police just minutes before to 
report a case of vandalism and said 
he feared violent reprisal for 
reporting the incident, officers said. 

Todd said the gunman then stole a 
car and drove 40 miles south to 
Hempstead, where he gunned down 
state trooper Russell Lynn Boyd, 25, 
along Texas Highway 6. Boyd 
stop|)ed a car believed to have been 
driven by the suspect, Todd said.

About 20 TCU students were 
taught Tuesday how to protect 
themselves from a sexual assault by 
Mart ia Nutter of theTarrant County 
Raj>e Crisis Center. 

The I '/j-hour lecture, held in 
Foster Hall, was s|>onsored by the 
Residence Hall Association as part ol 
HHA week, which ends Friday. 

Nutter has worked with ra|>e 
victims since 1974 and is considered 
the nation's foremost expert on ra|)e, 
said her husband, Lee Nutter, who 

also sjxike to students Tuesday night. 
Mrs. Nutter told students that the 

metroplex area has more rajies and 
assaults \ie\ capita than any other 
area. 

"You are in the ra|ie capital of the 
country," she said, adding that that 
in August, 80 raj>es were re|>orted in 
Fort Worth alone. 

"When 1 started in this work (in 
1974) one woman in six would !«' 
assaulted in her lifetime, 
statistically," Nutter said. "Now it's 
one woman in 2.7; only here (in the 
metroplex) it's more." 

She described two kinds of rapists: 
power rapists, who commit 60 
l>ercent of all ra|>es and intend to 
rapt but not injure their victims; and 
angry rapists, who are mpontfbtc 
for 30 percent of all ra|>es and intend 
to harm their victims. 

"He may hurt you before; he may 
hurt you during; and if he hasn't 
hurt you by then, he will certainly 
hurt you after," she said. 

Both Nutters gave advice on how 
to avoid an attack and how to defend 
yourself if you are attacked. 

"The most important thing," Mrs. 

Nutter said, "is to lie aware "t the 
other guy's pers|iectiveol vou." 

Her husband added, "If you're 
under an assault, first thing vou 
want to do is break the attack; the 
second thing is to cripple your at- 
tacker so you can get out of the 
area." 

The Nutters offer a course in 
practical self-defense for women. 
Anyone interested may call them at 
265-4095. They also said that raj>e 
victims may call a 24-hour ra|>e hot 
line number, 335-RAPE. 

Boyd "had not started to write the 
ticket when the shot was fired," said 
Waller County Deputy Sheriff H. 
Lester. 

A Waller County sheriffs 
spokesman said the man then drove 
to a truck stop and stole another car. 

According to sheriff's reports, he 
killed two more people and critically 
wounded a 70-year-old woman at a 
home in Hempstead before driving 
16 blocks south and abducting Billy 
Shirley Jr., his wife and their three 
young children. 

In Pasadena, southeast of Houston, 
the man abducted Ronald Wayne 
Gangle, 29, a maintenance worker 
at an apartment complex, and took 
his vehicle, officials said. 

Moreno was arrested at about 
11:30 p.m. at the roadblock 
southwest of Houston, and Gangle 
was released unharmed. Moreno was 
taken before Justice of the Peace 
Frank Shannon in Wharton and 
ordered held without bond on a 
capital murder charge in the death 
of the trooper. 

In other recent Texas mass 
killings, four men were found shot to 
death at a hangar near Sherman on 
Saturday, and an ultralight aircraft 
was apparently stolen. 

On Sept. 23, five [people were 
abducted from a fast food restaurant 
near Kilgore, taken to an oilfield and 
shot execution-style. No suspects 
have been named in either incident.

Brown said that hus nothing to do 
with his dismissal. "Mike's play 
doesn't have anything to do with 
him not being on the squad," he said.

This year, there's a new look and 
feel toTCU's racquetball courts. 

A $52,800 donation from the 
Cyrus K. and Ann C. Rickel 
Foundation enabled TCU to 
renovate the courts over the summer. 

According to Vice Chancellor 
Howard Wjhle, all 10 courts that 
were renovated had their front walls 
and floors replaced. The cost for the 
front walls was $27,000 and for the 
floors $25,800. 

Bob Mitchell, director of the 
Rickel Building where the courts are 
located, said TCU got a good deal. 

"There is a three-year guarantee 
and that's as much as sou can txped 
to net," he said. "They (the courts) 
won't last much longer . . . with the 
constant use they get here." 

The courts were done by a 
compans called Strong Wall. 
Mitchell added that there aren't that 
mans companies that do this kind of 
work. He said others have been 
impressed with their work. 

"A lot of |>eople have called and 
some have dropgicd by," Mitchell 
said, to compliment the changes. 

The big difference between the 
courts this year and last year are the 
surfaces. Mitchell said the floors 
were synthetic and now they are 
concrete. The walls were made of ,i 
panel system with a Formica finish, 
but this year they also are concrete. 
Many courts have wood surfaces but 
Mitchell said that would've caused 
problems in the Rickel. 

"The courts are 12 feet below 
grade ami we've had problems with 
seepage, which could warp the 
floors," Mitchell said. 

He also said that maintenance 
would be a problem with wood 
floors. "They would be harder to 
maintain and they wouldn't last 
much longer than a year." 

Neil Amove, TCU's No. 1 player 
in A league singles and doubles last 
year, said he generally likes the 
improvements that were made. 

"I think the courts are a big im- 
provement over last year," Amove 

said. "The walls are concrete which 
makes the game a lot quicker." 

Arnove's only complaint is on the 
floors. "Overall they did a great job. 
However, 1 wish they would have 
put a wooden floor on at least one of 
the glass-back wall courts." 

Steve Anderson, who finished 
second in Greek A league singles and 
was part of the Greek A league 
doubles winning team, also had a 
positive opinion about the courts. 

Comparing this year's floors with 
last year's, Anderson said, "I think 
it's an obvious improvement over the 
rubber floors. 

"The front walls were the im- 
portant thing that needed to be 
done," he said. 

His only complaint on the new 
work also dealt with the floors. "As 
long as the floors are kept clean 
they're g<x>d, but when they're dirty, 
you start sliding around." 

TCU also added lights to court 
number 10, which Anderson said 
hel|>ed a lot. 

"The courts are too dark, but those 
on court 10 are great," he said. 
"Lights like those on court 10 would 
solve all of the major problems with 
the courts."
