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Wit-Master Bennett Cerf 
Speaks of Sputniks, Books 
By FRANK PERKINS 

A   tall,  graying fellow  with 
tortoise-shell  glasses,  a  rapier 
wit and the deceitfully»innoeu- 
ons name of Bonnet Cerf arriv- 
ed   on   campus. Tuesday   night 
for   the   second   Seleet   Series- 

ram of the season. 
Cerf,     readily     identified 

with Random House Publish- 
ing Co, (which he owns), and 
the    TV    program.    "What's 
My  Line?", fully lived  up to 
his   advance   hilling   as   one 
of America's greatest humor- 
ists and lecturers. 

In  a few short minutes,  the 
affable Cerf captured the audi- 
t"i<-e   and   held   it   spellbound, 
between   paroxysms  Of   laugh- 
ter, as he loosed good-natured 
barbs  at   all   kinds  of  institu- 

- Hollywood, television, 
publishers       and       Sputniks, 
(.   .   .   ,   "we   will  put   up   our 
own  small  Sputnik  soon   .   .   . 
would've had' it up sooner, but 
they couldn't find a (log small 
enough to get  in it  . . "). 

At the same time, he gave 
the estimated 1.000 persons in 
Ed l.atnireth Auditorium sever- 
al COgenl facts concerning the 
nation's complacency regard- 
ing Russian technology, the 
pros and cons of television and 
the vicissitudes of the publish- 
ing trade. 

With regard to complacency, 
Cerf commented: 

"On my travels around the 
country, l"ve found that the 
American people are waking 
up from their smugness and 
complacency about Russian 
technological advances. 

The Army, Air Force and 
Navy have stopped fighting 
each other and have settled 
duwn to a united effort . . , 
this is unheard of!" 

Too,   even   Mr:  Dulles   re- 
alizes the gravity of the situa- 
tion," he chuckled. "lie's even 
Stayed at home for five days!" 

On the subject of television, 
Cerf    gave    sound    arguments 
that thp new    medium was not 
the   downfall   of  the   country, 
bui rather it had the possibility 
of great cultural advancement. 

Mr.   Cerf   illustrated   his 
point by describing a recent 
experiment   made   by   NBC. 
It   derided   to  sell   the   time 
between 6:30 and 7  a.m. to, 
as Cerf put It, "Anybody who 
was sucker enough to buy it." 

New   York   University   pur- 
chased the time and started a 
program   named   "Sunrise   Se- 
mester", featuring a  Professor 
Zullio.  Zullio  taught  a  course 
of   English   literature   on   the 
program,   and   the    university 
granted   credit  for  the  course 
to any viewer who could pass 
the final. 

Cerf was curious as to how 
many listeners viewed the pro- 
gram, and decided to find out. 

During the first week, Zullio 
had discussed a rather obscure 
novel. Stendhal's "The Red and 
the Black." This book is pub- 
lished by Cerf's firm, and was 
used primarily In college level 
English courses. It had a yearly 
sale of around 1,100 copies. 

After ZuIIio's discussion of 
the   book,   sales   jumped   to 
some   5,000   copies   in   one 
week   .   .   .   more  than   five 
years' sales. 
The success of the program 

la steadily  increasing, and the 
sales of the various books al- 
ready      discussed,      Including 
"Moby   Dick",   have   had   tre- 
mendous   gains. 

With an abrupt switch, Cerf 
lambasted TV Westerns. 

"It is getting to the point 
now that a bullet is fired on 

NBC, whizzes through a saloon 
on CBS and strikes the villain 
in file heart on ABC, while 
the same stagecoach lumbers 
along through all three chan- 
nels," he laughed. 

Cerf then shifted to the 
publishing field and gave 
some facts that spiked the 
rumor about people not read- 
ing any  mere. 

Cerf mentioned the terrific 
increase in both quantity and 
quality    of   Juvenile    publics 
tions,  and  also,  the inci 
numbers of magazines now be- 
ing published. 

i his lecture, a very short 
question and answer period 
was hcljj . . . with hysterical 
results.      >. 

As an example: 
"Mr, Cerf, what do you think 

about Grace Metallous' book, 
'Peyton Place?" 

"I think it is a sloppily writ- 
ten   piece   of  trash!"   Cerf   re 
plied. 

Another query: 
"Do you ever intend to have 

your own TV show, Mr. Cerf?" 
"Definitely not! I had to 

fill in for Daly (John Daly, 
moderator of the Sunday 
night TV show, "What's !My 
Line?") not very long ago, 
and I  was seared stiff. 

"Some of it must have 
shown, for when the show was 
over, Arlene Francis faced the 
audience and said: 'It is now 
11 p.m., and the happiest man 
in New York City is Bennett 
Cerf " 

"She was right, too!" he 
laughed. 

Cerf's most serious speech 
came on the matter of censor- 
ship. 

"The American people need 
no snoopers; censorship has no 
place in our society. The en- 
tertainer, writer or publisher 
who depends upon trash, filth 
or pornography will fall, soon- 
er or later, of his own rotten 
weight . , . the American pub- 
lic will see to thai " 

Humor and wit bubble 
over Cerf's surface constant- 
ly . . . even bis most serious 
remark is given with a smile 
and a thrust of repartee. 

Asked what his eldest son 
wished in a way of a profes 
sion, Cerf laughingly answered: 
"I believe in giving Christoph- 
er a choice ... he will either 
be a publisher, or I'll kill 'im!" 

Cerf appeared earlier Tues- 
day at the Cokesbury Book 
Store in Dallas, autographing 
copies of his lates't book, "Read- 
ing for Pleasure." While he 
was being mobbed by eager 
customers, g $6,000 dollar fire 
broke out in the unfinished 
tower of the Mercantile Na- 
tional Bank four blocks away. 

Not a person left the store 
to watch the spectacular blaze. 

"In fact," Cerf chortled, "two 
firemen came rushing into the 

store   to  net  an  aulsraph."

Christianity is the indispens- 
able foundation of democracy, 
Dr. M. E. Sadler said in a re- 
cent pamphlet, "Why the 
Church Must Be in Higher Ed- 
ucation." 

Historically,    American    de- 
ey   grew    up   a r o u a d 

Church-related    and    privately 
controlled    colleges    and    uni- 
versities. Dr. Sadler wrote. 

Of the 207  colleges estab- 
lished   in   the   Dotted   States  . 
before   the   Civil   War,    180 
definitely     were    church-re- 
lated,  he said. 
He  continued 
"Our for/lathers had sound 

judgment and common 
They believed that religion 
was the indispensable founda- 
tion of the way of life Which 
they were projecting on this 
continent. They wanted relig- 
ious freedom but they wanted 
religion. 

'The stupid interpretation 
which we'have made of the 
basic principle of religious 

-m by identifying it with 
freedom from religion' Is cer- 
tainly not in harmony with our 
historical background. 

"A    system    of    education 
which  does  not  teach  relig- 
ion   or   strengthen   faith    in 
God   would   have   been   most 
I'spleasing    and    disquieting 

to those who  wrote our Con- 
stitution." 

Underlining   the   importance 
of   the   teacher   in   the   area   of 
religion,    Dr.    Sadler    pointed 
out    every    effort    should     he 
made   to   obtain    faculty   mem

"At a time when so many 
are so much concerned about 
democracy," Dr. Sadler con- 
tinued,   "we   must'* not   lose 
sight   of   the   fact   that   this 
approach  to life can  live so 
long,  and   only  so   long,   as 
P ople seek and serve God, 

"There is a  corollary which 
follows   as   day   the   night.   If 
religion is essential to our way 
of life, it must be provided for 
in    education.    For    'we    reap 
what we sow and we do not 
leap what we do not sow.' 

"Wringing    our    hands    in 
anguish,   expressing   pious   re- 
grets, will  not alter  the fads. 

"What   we   put   into   educa- 
tion we win have in  life, and
