1. We will furnish all or es much a# xcquim of the site on the south side of
Leke Worth indiested on the map previocusly submitted to you and tc General Brett,
congisting of spproximetely 1200 acres for a factory site ‘and airport, on terms
satisfactory te the Govermment., We suggest e deed to the Government for the
ares required for faetory purposes up to 400 acres, and & lease for use of the
airport facilities at $1.00 per year for as long a period as the Government or
your company uses it in connection with the proposed factory.

2, We will provide an sirport with such hard surface runways &8 may be required
for the testing of planes and other flight operations with a mein north snd south
runway, the diyection of preveiling winds, of 7000 feet length which cen be extend-
ed and a secgnd runwey of 5300 feet length., Also required taxi etrips to connect
with fectory site and other required facilities.

3. We will provide adequate water supply system for delivery of water to the site,
sewer main to the t;ug and 8 sewage disposal plant.

4, ¥We will bring the following utilities to the gite: telephone, power eand gas
lines; eand slso & railroad gpur - all without cost to you or the Government,

5. We will provide adequate main highways to the site as shown on the attached
plans of airport with location map., -

6. Additionel housing for the employees of this plant will be arrenged for ss needed.

7. The use of water runways on Lake Worth which adjoins the site and Eagle Mountain
Lake nearby is pledged if ever needed in connection with the proposed factory or
other Nationel Defense purposes.
