So valusble gre its ten
pages in general review of the work
of the year .. . that they should be
given wider circulation.”

Sounds s Warning.
While he was putting in a good
word for the student of today, Dr.
Jessup sounded s warning that a
-struggle for survival among Ameri-
can colleges was imminent. He point-
ed out that the United States had 800
institutions of higher education while
in all England, Scotland, Wales, and
Ireland, there were fewer than 25.
Already, he said, there were some
American institutions which wers so
far from fulfilling their function that
they might as well abandon the strug-
gle. There would be others, he pre-
dicted, which would lose ground, and
some which would disappear.
The issue of the struggle, asserted
Dr. Jessup, will not depend on money.
“Survival will be conditioned by in-
telligent leadership, high morale, and
the courage to be sincere with the
students by selecting and educsting
them omly in the field of institution-
al competency and in that field doing
8 genuine and significant job.
“In the long run, colleges will be
evaluated by their success in main-
taining themselves as seats'of learn-
ing for students and staff.”
Of special interest to parepts whose
sonsg are in college or preparing to
matriculate is Dr. Jessup's descrip-
tion of the campus-boy of today. He
“is no longer the blase, sophisticated
student of the 'twenties; he is a hard-
working, serious-minded person who
demands more of $he coliege library,
the laboratory and the instructor than
did his brother of a decade ago.”

Views of Student Editors.

Student editors from widely seat-
tered campuses agree. In reply to The
Literary Digest's question, D. B.
Hardeman, editor of The Daily Tex-
an, student publication of the Uni-
versity of Texas, said the “rah-rah
days are gone.”
