Educational funding challenged

AUSTIN — Lasting effects
from segregation and racism
in Texas have contributed
to the prevalence of poorer
schools in Mexican-American
nt‘ighh()rh()()ds, experts testi-
fied Monday in a trial chal-
lenging the way Texas funds
public education.

Discrimination  against
Mexican-Americans in gov-
ernment, housing and educa-
tion have been so pervasive
throughout Texas history
that by the 1970s “they
would very probably be liv-
Ing In low-income areas,”
said Andres Tijerina, an Aus-
tin historian.

Tyerina testihed for plain-
tiffts in the case, in which
hundreds of wealthy and
poor Texas school districts
are arguing that the state
does not allocate enough
funds for education and that
the school finance system is
unconstitutional.

Attorneys for the state con-
tend that Texas does satisty

the constitutional require-
ments of equal education
opportunities and any chang-
es to the system should be
made by the Legislature, not
the court.

Monday marked the begin-

ning of the fourth week of

the trial, which is expected
to last until mid-Septem-
ber. Any ruling by Judge
John Dietz probably will
be appealed to the Texas
supreme Court.

In morning testimony,
Tijerina testihed that Mexi-
can-Americans in the early-
1900s were prevented from
living in certain neighbor-
hoods, relegating them to
“barrios” on the other side
of the tracks. Political lines
were drawn to keep their
political power to a mini-
mum, he said.

‘Segregation was planned,
organized and explicitly
done,” he said.

By the time Mexican-Amer-
icans began to take advantage
of their rights with groups
such as the League of United

Latin American Voters and
the American Gl Forum, the
population had already began
to bear the effects of the dis-
crimination, he testified.

Christine Drennon, an
urban studies professor at
dan Antonio’s Trinity Univer-
sity, testihied that school dis-
trict lines in the San Antonio
area were drawn at a time
when property deeds were
largely restricted based on
race. Some deeds stipulated
that Mexicans and blacks
were not allowed to live in
houses, while others mandat-
ed “Chicano only,” Drennon
testified.

Campaign should focus on positives

Candidates have been slinging mud at each
other since the cherry tree was chopped down.
But fighting a dirty campaign with commercials
that can’t be proven true is a waste of time and
energy and in no way helps a candidate.

The Swift Boat Veterans for Truth, claiming
Kerry lied about receiving medals for rescuing
people while not really under enemy fire, are
using suspicious methods to get people to ques-
tion Kerry’s character. Do we know no one was
shooting at him? Most of the evidence, including
nine out of 10 witnesses, say that he was.

Since the turmoil over these ads started, Bush
has disassociated himself with the group’s ac-
tions and said that Kerry’s record is something
to be proud of, but an ad saying Bush doesn’t
respect America from the group MoveOn.org is
more than opinionated. The problem, however,
is that these ads have not or cannot be proven.
Cheap shots shouldn’t be taken when there is no
reliable proof. Candidates should be picked on
merits, elected on what they've done right, not
on their opponent’s deficiencies. It shouldn’t mat-
ter if the candidate funds the ad or if a specific
interest group does. The ads should not be used.

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Sudan poses huge problem

Sudan is the location of the
dubious honor of world’s
worst humanitarian crisis,
according to the United
Nations.

In the western region
of Darfur, over one mil-
lion people have fled and
50,000 have been killed,
due to a “tension” between
the government who is said
to ignore the black Afri-
can native land and rebel
groups such as the Suda-
nese Liberation Army. This
tension had been building
for centuries, dating back
to the issues over grazing
rights between the Africans
and the Massaleet farmers.

It finally exploded in
April 2003 when the SLA
blew up several planes at
the El-fasher Airport in Dar-
fur. The Sudanese President,
Bashir, then created the

Janjaweed to wipe out such

a faction. and as a result. a
massacre is in the making.
The U.N. has to decide if

the steps taken to eliminate
the SLA and other rebels
constitute a genocide and

if so, then it is bound to
take action. The government
and the rebels have signed
a cease-fire and aid work-
ers are slowly filtering into
Darfur, but these actions
are not enough, and people
are still dying, if — miracu-
lously — not from gunshot
wounds, then from malnu-
trition and poor water.

The U.N. Security Council
recently passed a resolu-
tion requiring Sudan to
cease their actions against
the rebellious sects. It was
passed after the United
States delegate to Sudan
successfully dropped the
word “sanctions” from the
list of consequences and
substituted “measures.”

So the question presenting

itself now is: Why would the

U.S., who always holds the
voice and values of the peo-
ple close to its bosom, force-
fully lobby for “measures”
(a euphemism for “nothing”)
to be taken against a coun-
try where Arabs are razing
Africans? I was under the
impression we liked the
Africans. On top of that,
judging frem the historical
actions of the U.S. regarding
the Palestinian and Israeli
conflicts, I thought we didn't
like the Arabs.
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AND SPeAKING of FLIP-FLOPS....
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A few months back,
Colin Powell was on tour
to improve the internation-
ally bad view of the U.S. to
a generally good one when
one of his appointments was
canceled, and so he decided
to take the detour leading
to Sudan. What did he find?
What were his conclusions?
He must have had some eve-
opening views of the shat-
tered and smoldering ashes
of the planes from the air-
port attack and the letters to
the government pleading for
aid.

Unfortunately, the rest of
the world has adopted this
stand as well, as only the
African Union has sent any
significant number of troops
(150-300) to Dartur. The
popular analysts have con-
cluded that 15,000 to 20,000
troops are necessary. Why
isn’t the U.S. doing anything
about this crisis? We have
thousands upon thousands
of troops all deployed to
the other side of the world
in 2 land unnecessarily; we
need them elsewhere, now.

Bush displays resolve on war

NASHVILLE, Tenn. — Pres-
ident Bush said Tuesday “we
will win” the war on terror,
seeking to quell controver-
sy and Democratic criticism
over his earlier remark that
victory may not be possible.

In a spccch to the national
convention of the American
Legion, Bush said, "We meet
today in a time of war for
our country, a war we did
not start yet one that we
will win.

“In this different kind of
war, we may never sit down
at a peace table,” Bush said.
“But make no mistake about
it, we are winning and we
will win.”

Those statements differed
from Bush's earlier comment,
aired Monday in a pre-taped
television interview, that “I
don't think vou can win”
the war on terror. That had
Democrats running for the
cameras to criticize Bush for
being defeatist and flip-flop-
ping from previous predic-
tions of victory.

“What if President Reagan
had said that it may be dif-
ficult to win the war against
communism? What if other
presidents had said it'd be
difficult to win the war —
the Cold War?” Democratic
vice presidential candidate
John Edwards said on ABC's
“Nightline” program. “The
war on terrorism is abso-
lutely winnable.”

In his speech to the nation’s
largest veterans' organiza-
tion, Bush also defended his
decision to remove Saddam
Hussein from power. Though
no weapons of mass destruc-
tion have been found, he said
Saddam had the capability to
make them.

‘Knowing what I know
todav I would have taken
the same action,” he
"“America and the world are
safer with Saddam Hussein
sitting in a prison cell.”

News reports said the blast
took place near the Rizhs-
kaya station in northern Mos-
cow, in an area between the
entrance to the station and
a supermarket-department
store complex.

The blast came a week
after two Russian passenger
planes crashed simultaneous-
ly following explosions on
board, killing all 90 people
aboard in what authorities
say was a terrorist attack.

Suicide bombings blamed
on Chechen rebels and their
supporters have hit Moscow
and other parts of Russia
over the past several years.
In February, 41 people were
Killed in a rush-hour explo-
sion on the Moscow subway
that officials said was a ter-
rorist attack; in December a
female suicide bomber blew
herself up outside a hotel
adjacent to Red Square, kill-
ing five other people.

Chechens voted on Sunday
for president of the warring
republic in an election that
was backed by the Kremlin
as 2 move toward establish-
ing stability. The election was
part of the Kremlin’s strategy
for trying to undermine sup-
port for the separatist insur-
gents who have been hghting
Russian forces for nearly hve
years.

Price of oll drops off slightly

WASHINGTON — The
price of oil slid toward $42 a
barrel Tuesday despite confu-
sion about the status of Iraqi
exports, indicating that the
market has become less wor-
ried about the global balance
of supply and demand.

Wednesday, September 1, 2004

With the busy summer
driving season nearing an
end. the demand for oil from
refineries is expected to taper
off — and that contributed to
the decline in prices, traders
said.

The government releases
its weekly energy supply
report Wednesday and most
analysts expect commercially
available supplies of oil and
gasoline to grow or remain
flat.

“Supply fears, in general,
are diminishing,” said James
Steel, director of commodi-
ties and oil research at Refco,
a New York-based broker-
age.

A few weeks ago, there
were concerns that output
could suffer in Russia and
Venezuela. Now, the likeli-
hood of that happening in
either of those countries
has diminished significantly,
Steel said.

— A deadline for the belea-
guered oil giant Yukos to pay
a $3.4 billion bill for back
taxes came and went Tuesday
with the company repeat-
ing that it could come up
with only half the amount.
Authorities indicated Yukos
has more time to pay.

— More than two weeks
have passed since Venezu-
elan President Hugo Chavez
survived a vote to oust him
— without any turmoil at the
highly state-run
oil company, Petroleos de
Venezuela SA.

Trial consultant Howard
Varinsky of Varinsky Asso-

Prosecutors, he said, will
be wary of people who have
had negative experiences
with law enforcement or the
court system.

UT longhorn Bevo retires, age 20

AUSTIN - It's official. Bevo
XIII, the University of Texas
steer mascot, is being put out
to pasture to make way for a
new longhorn.

Pregame and halftime cer-
emonies at Saturday night's
football home-opener against
North Texas will usher in
a new Bevo, a 2-year-old
checking in at about 1,300
pounds.

Officials with the Silver
Spurs spirit club that man-
ages the mascot have been
considering retiring the 20-
year-old Bevo XIII since
before last season’s Holiday
Bowl.

After 16 seasons on the
sidelines, they decided he'd
had enough.

"He's given us so much,”
said Colby Muecke, stu-
dent president of the Sil-
ver Spurs. "He's going to
live out his days chewing
grass and walking the pas-
ture.”

Bevo XIII is the longest

tenured Bevo., With a 124-67-
2 record during his tenure,
he has seen more Longhorns'’
victories than any other
Bevo.

Muecke said Bevo XIV was
donated by the same rancher
who owns Bevo XIII. The
new mascot stands about 5
1/2 feet at the hind legs.
His horn span currently mea-
sures 50 inches, a mere whis-
Ker compared to Bevo XIII's
span of 5 feet, 7 inches from
tip to tip.

According to the Silver
Spurs, the Longhorn “repre-
sents courage, fighting abil-
ity, nerve, lust of combat,
efficiency in deadly encoun-

ters and the holy spirit of

‘Never Say Die.” The first
Bevo was dragged onto the
hield at the Texas-Texas A&M
game in 1916.

Bevo XIII has seen the best
and worst of Texas.

He stood behind the end
zone through the final three
years of coach David McWil-
liams’ struggles, the tumul-
tuous era of John Mackovic

and the program'’s resurrec-
tion under Mack Brown.

He watched Texas win
three Southwest Conference
titles and its only Big 12
title, in 1996. A vyear later, he
bore the shame when UCLA
beat the ‘Horns 66-3 at Royal
Memorial Stadium.

In the 1996 Big 12 title
game in St. Louis, Bevo left
a lasting memory for many
Longhorns fans. After Texas
beat Nebraska 37-27, Bevo's
handlers were walking him
out of the stadium when
nature called. With perfect
timing, he left his mark
squarely on the Cornhusk-
ers’ logo.

A crowning achievement,”
said Ricky Brennes, a board
member of the Silver Spurs
alumni group.

To honor Bevo XIII's ser-
vice, the Silver Spurs have
set up an endowment to

benefit the future care of

the mascot, the university’s
Neighborhood Longhorns

Program and student schol-
arships.
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
