It is inmortant that those ~ having lunch at the Club and subsequently going in 
special cars to Farrington Field should begin lunch in time to finish not later 
tha..D 12:30 p.m. The four special cars, including the one in which you and l~s . 
Carter, Hr . and Hrs . Godfrey, and Hr . Carpentar ride, should leave the front of 
the Club at 12:40 p .m. and proceed to Farrington Field under escort . The official 
car in which General HacArthur, Hajor General 1Vnitney and Colonel Huff will ride 
will be the last to leave the Club - promptly at 12:50 p .m., in order that it may 
reach the Field at 1 p .m., sharp . 

Li . When your car arrives at the Field it will proceed directly to a position 
in the rear of the speaker ' s platform. Hrs . Carter, Hrs. Godfrey, and Er. Ca..rpentar 
will go on to the speaker's plat.fform in places reserved for them in the front row. 
You and Hr. Godfrey will join Eayor :Ed.wards in front of the speaker 1s platform to 
await the arrival of General MacArthur . After the General has inspected the Guard 
you three will follow the General and his aides to the speaker's platform to chairs 
reserved for you in the front row.

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to the ramp where he is to leave the field . In the meantime Hrs. HacArthur, Hrs . 
Carter, and you will be escorted to the same spot and will enter the General ' s car . 
You 'will proceed to the Airport and the other cars will follow . The General is 
in ;:,'"our charge from that time on.
