TWO AMENDMENTS TO HONOR SYSTEM 
CONSTITUTION WILL BE SUBMITTED TO 

STUDENT BODY BY STUDENT GODNCIL 
Recommended That New Law 

School Have Representa- 
tive  on   Council  and 

Elections Deferred 

ORGANIZATION  COMPLETED 

According to Constitution 
posals Will  He Voted on 
Following Publication 

'ro- 

Two amendments to the constitution 
establishing the honor system in T. C. 
U.. which have been passed by the 
Student Council, will be presented with- 
in the next week to the student body 
for final ratification before going into 
effect. 

Due to the delay experienced by some 
of the classes and departments of the 
university in ..organizing and electing 
their council representatives, the coun- 
cil was late in effecting its own organi- 
zation this year. At the first meeting 
the matter of amending the constitu- 
sion was proposed and measures adopt- 
ed to have them presented to the Stu- 
dents' Association. 

One proposed amendment provides 
that the law department of the univer- 
sity is supposed to have a delegate on 
the governing body, and since the law 
school is now a well founded part of 
the university, the students will be 

' asked to allow it a member on the 
council. 

The other amendment will change 
section III of the constitution so as to 
read as follows: 

Each of the above groups shall, with- 
in one month after the opening of 
school, elect its apportionment of dele- 
gates. The Student Council shall be 
judge of the election of its members. 

This shall not app'y to the year 1915- 
16. The constitution as in force now is 
given below. 

In order for these amendments to be- 
come effective, it is only necessary for 
the students' Association to ratify them 
by a simple majority. The council was 
unanimous in their recommendation.

PREAMBLE 

For the purpose of main- 
taining the highest codes of 
honor, We, the students of 
Texas Christian University, do 
hereby ordain and establish 
this Constitution for Khat 
phase of Student Self-gdirern- 
ment known as the Honor Sys- 
tem.

nings. John Keith, at the request of 
Doctor Gumm and Business Manager 
Durrett, asked to be allowed to an- 
nounce the game to the girls at chapel 
Friday morning and offer them ad- 
mission at half price to a reserved 
section  of the  grandstand. 

The dean refused to permit the 
game to be advertised or to allow the 
students to attend. 

Pres. H. A. Boaz of the college ex- 
pressed his willingness for the girls 
to see the game, but the dean's action 
cancelled all preparation on the part 
of the T. W. C. girls to come to the 
game and root for the purple and 
white.

The Christians outclassed the boys 
from Sherman in every angle of the 
game. This statement is not baaed on 
the personal opinion of the writer, but 
upon definite figures gleaned from the 
record of the afternoon's pastiming. 

A. C. kicked 12 times for a total of 
886 yards, an average of 28 yards per 
kick; T. C. U. kicked (> times for 245 
yards, which makes each attempt aver- 
age 41 yards. On straight football 
T. C. U. gained 182 yards to A. C.'s 
154 yards. And on forward passes T. 

i C. U. accumulated 2G4 yards, while A. 
C. gets credit for only one pass which 
went 17 yards. 

Nor do the figures stop here. A. C. 
was penalized an even 100 yards during 
the game, mostly for holding; T. C. U. 
lost 59 yards in the same way. Evi- 
dently the red-sweatered clan thought 
they appeared to better advantage 
when the officials pushed them back 
than when T. C. U. was running over 
them. Either wav, the procession was 
always toward the Austin College goal. 

For the Sherman school Robinson, 
Wheat, Lowe and McCall plaved the 
best game. 

With the Christians it is the same 
old story: the whole team played a 
great game of football. The defense 
was good, interference was good, and 
the spirit of the team was good, as the 
score plainly attests. But stars even 
in the sky —are of unequal radiance, 
and each receives attention in propor- 
tion to the light that it sheds. 

We give Ramsey, at left half, credit 
for playing the most brilliant football 
of any man on the T. C. U. team. His 
ability to return punts is wonderful. 
Time and again he would reel off three- 
quarters of the distance the ball had 
been kicked before he could lie downed. 
Nor was this the only way he showed 
to advantage. Three times he got loose 
for long end runs that were the sensa- 
tions of the game; and several times 
he took passes that netted the Chris- 
tians many yards. Not considering for- 
ward passes, Ramsey gained more 
ground than any other man in the T. 
C. U. lineup. 

As usual, Vaughn played a good, 
heady game.   He caught several passes

Keeping T.CU. on 
an Honor Basis 

hor the benefit of the «W students 

and in the interest of keeping T. C U. 

,,n the honor basis, it might not Di out 

of order to review what the   honor sys- 

t    stands for in   the   university  and 

what it means to the students. 

When the student body voted to ad- 

opt the honor system last vear, prac- 

tically every student in tne university 

signified that he would support the 

proposition by rising to his feet when 

the affirmative vote was taken. 

That  meant   that   the   students   put 

themselves   on   record   as   wanting the 

honor  system   made a permanent  part 

of   their  college life.    In declaring for 

the constitution  which   established this 

ptiase of self-government   in   T. C. U., 

every student obligated himself to help 

in   stamping   dishonest,   dishonorable, 

thoughtless and careless acts out of the 

student   life   of   the   university.      He 

made it his duty   as a citizen  of  T. C. 

U.   to  enforce   the   ideals  set forth in 

the   honor  system   by reporting to the 

Student Council every case of cheating 

and stealing which came to his   notice. 

One   thing   is   absolutely essential to 

the continued success of  the honor sys- 

tem   in   T. C. U.    That  is   that every 

student  support   it.    No one  can deny 

that it was admirable success last year. 

Earnest co-operation on the part of the 

entire   student  body  will assure a con- 

tinuance of this success. 

Ten students, representatives on the 

Student Council, have been elected by 

the students to administer the provi- 

sions of the honor system. They are 

but the lervants of the student body, 

carrying out its requests. If any one 

of them fails to stand flat-footed and 

four-square against dishonesty, he will 

be branded at once as a hypocrite. 

For the same reason, the student who 

does not stand by his convictions in this 

matter is a hypocrite. 

The Student C >uncil sits as a jury on 

all cases which come up for infringe- 

ment of the honor syBtem. Their re- 

sponsibility is a great one; if, in their 

judgment, a student is guilty of cheat- 

ing, they cannot but punish him, re- 

gardless of how much they may like 

him or sympathize with him. 

The members of the council desire, 

8« do all patriotic citizens of T C. U., 

to raise the standard of c^s work and 

student life in the university. That is 

the purpose of the honor system. They 

were elected to enforce it.'and by ac- 

cepting the office of student represen- 

tative, they pledged themselves to do 

so to the best of their ability. 

The first thing necessary for the new 

student to do is to rid his mind of the 

idea, if he has it, that reporting a case 

of cribbing or stealing to the council is 

harmful   to  himself  or the man he re- 

honor to support it  and will support it. 

The Amendments 
The Students' Association is to be 

asked to ratify two amendments to the 

honor system constitution. One is to 

allow the law department representa- 

tion on the Student Council, and the 

other gives the various classes and de- 

partments more time in which to elect 

their delegates. 

The proposal of these changes by 

members ol the council was made in 

order to keep up with the progress be- 

ing made by T. C. U. and to guarantee 

a hotter and more representative body 

for the administration of the honor 

system. 

Although only started this fall, the 

new law school is now a firmly estab- 

lished part of the university, and it is 

nothing but right that the Laws should 

be represented, as are all other depart- 

ments, on the council. 

In regard.to the   second   amendment 

which is to be submitted to the student 

body, it has been found  impossible   for 

the  clasBmen,   especially  members   of 

the lower classes,   to  organize and be- 

come well enough acquainted with each 

other in a week or two   to  be   able   to 

choose a safe man   for  the   responsible 

position   of  council representative.    It 

was  in   order to remedy   this uirficulty 

that the second change was   presented. 

The only  difference  from   the former 

provision is an  extension  of   the   time 

within which delegates must be elected. 

The  clause   "This  shall not apply to 

the  year  1915-10"   was inserted to ex- 

cuse the delay occasioned'in organizing 

the council this year. 

These   amendments    deserve   to   be 

made a part of the constitution.

MOTION I 
The work of this organiza- 

tion  shall  lie  performed  by  a 
Student   Council,   constituted 
as   hereinafter   provided. 

SUCTION II 
This council shall consist 

of members apportioned as fol- 
lows: One from the Grad 
uate School; two from the 
Senior Class; two from the 
Junior Class: one from the 
Sophomore Class and one 
from the Freshmen Class of 
the College of Arts and Scien- 
ces; one from the Fine Arts 
department; one from Ihe Col- 
lege of Business; one from 
the Academy; and one from 
the Brlte College of the Bible. 
The Brlte College of the Bible 
shall have two representatives 
when it haH regularly organ- 
ized Junior and Senior Class- 
es. 

MOTION ill 
Bach of the above groups 

shall, within two weeks after 
the opening of school, elect 
its apportionment of delegat- 
es. The Student Council shall 
be judge of the election of its 
members, 

This shall not apply to the 
year 1914-18, 

SECTION IV 
The Student Council shall 

meet on the fourth Tuesday 
after the opening of school 
and effect organization by 
electing its President. Any 
member of the student body, 
whether already a member of 
the Student Council or not, is 
eligible to the Presidency of 
the Student Council. The 
President shall preside at all 
meetings of the Council and 
perform such other duties as 
may devolve upon him as 
President, and shall vote only 
in the case of a tie. 

SECTION V 
The Student Council shall 

have jurisdiction over cheat- 
ing, both in examinations anil 
in recitations, and over oases 
of stealing on the premises 
of the University, 

SECTION VI 
A majority vote of the 

Council present shall be nec- 
essary for a conviction of any 
student, except in the case of 
expulsions, which penalty 
must be imposed by a vote 
of a two-thirds majority of 
those present. A special 
meeting of the Council shall 
be called to consider an ex- 
pulsion case, before which 
meeting each member shall be 
duly  notified. 

SECTION VII 
All verdicts of the Students 

Council shall, within twenty- 
four hours of the time they 
were rendered by the Student 
Council, be reported by its 
president to the executive of- 
ficers of the faculty for ex- 
ecution. 

SECTION VIII 
It shall be the duty of every 

person  of  the  University  to 
report to some member of the 
Student Council all   cases of 
cheating and  stealing. 

SECTION IV 
The   Student  Council  shall 

hold regular meetings on the 
last   Saturdap  night  of  each 
school     month,  and  at  such 
other  times as it may deem 
necessary.   All meetings shall 
be called upon the volition of 
the President of the Student 
Council,  or upon  petition by 
seven   of  the  members.    An- 
nouncements of all  meetings 
shall be made in chapel. 

SECTION X 
A  quorum of  this  Council 

shall consist of at least seven 
members. 

SECTION XI 
Any person convicted by the 

Student Council shall have the 
right of appeal to the faculty
