RADIO BOARD ASKED

Newspaper Publishers File Pro-
test Against Advertisement
of Schemes of Chance.

FORBIDDEN BY MANY LAWS

Public Interest Requires Their
Application to Broadcasting,
Argues Attorney.

BOARD'SCOUNSELDOUBTFUL

Fears Question of Censorship Comes
In—Commissioner La Fount
Backs Publishers.

WASHINGTON, April 27.—A ban on
lotteries over the radio was asked
today by the American Newspaper
Publishers Association, which filed
with the Federal Radio Commission,
a request that it promulgate a gen-
eral order forbidding the broadcast-
ing of .advertising programs, or other
programs,” which involve the adver-
tising of schemes in which the prizes
depend, in .whole or part, upon
chance.

The requést was filed by Elisha
Hanson, attorney for the association,
pursuant to action taken last week at
the annual meeting of the publishers
in New York City. It was referred to
the legal division of the commission,

Colonel Thad Brown, general coun=
sel of the .commission, would not dis«
cuss the communication at any

length, but said ‘‘the question of cen-
sorship comes in and also the ques-
tion as.to whether a general order
could be promulgated by the commis-
sion.’’

Lottery advertisement by mail, he
explained, had been forbidden by
Congress, but not by order of a gov=
ernment department or commission.

Commissioner Harold A. La Fount,
said, however, he had taken up the
matter some time ago, and would
favor compliance with the request of
the publishers.
