Haley Given -
Death for
Child Attack

A Criminal District Court jury
found Thomas Andrew Haley, 26,
guilty of rape Saturday and as-
sessed the death penalty.

Haley was accused of attacking
a 4-year-old child May 26 after
luring her from her home on a
pretense of buying her a sand-
wich.

During final arguments the
prosecution asked the death pen-
alty, and the defense contended
that Haley had “blacked out”
during the alleged attack.

“Never since 1 have been dis-
trict attorney have 1 praised or
criticized the verdict of any jury,
but I must say that if ever the
death penalty was warranted, it
was. in this case,” he said. “I
