There are Mexican consuls located
in 40 strategically located cities in
the United States, and from them
passengers can obtain, for about $1,
a Mexican tourist card covering a
six-month visit and' renewable for
five months. Americans traveling
in Mexico on business are required
to obtain an American passport and
must have it visaed by 'a Mexican
consul, but full getails regarding this
phase of the travel may be obtained
from any American Airlines ticket
office or a travel bureau.

Certain rules regarding travel
raust be observed. If a passenger is
of draft age he must have a form
release from his local draft board.
Baggage is inspected for contents
other than personal effects, and
merchandise acquired below the
border is duty free up to $100. Be-
cause of a censorship, personal pa-
pers and letters are subject to in-
spection. Camera films should be
purchased after entry into Mexico.

Hinners said that customs inspec-
tions will be made at Fort Worth
and El Paso in the United States,
and at Monterey or Mexico City,
in Mexico.

AUSTIN, Sept. 2 (#)—A Fedesal
sales tax and a drastically increased
Federal income tax  rate were ad-
vocated Wednesday as the solution
to the problems of financing the
war and preventing inflation by Dr.
J. C. Dolley, University of Texas

professor of banking, speaking be-
fore the Texas Bankers Conferenge.

“Income taxation should be in-|

creased sharply, especially for peo-
ple whose incomes have been in-
creased during the war period,” Dr.
Dolley declared. “Most of these peo-
ple are small income receivers—war
industry workers—and are not ae-
customed to saving.

“To mop up a large part of the
increased income, present ex-
emptions should be lowered sharply
and the beginning rate of taxation
should be raised to a level of 'at
least 20 per cent.”

Dr. Dolley advised a Federal
sales tax as a means of holding down
purchasing power and preventing a
rapid increase in demand for con-
sumer goods. ;i
