Prize, before graduating with a BA degree in law. 

As time has swiftly consumed the past 38 years his life has 
been filled with many honors, far too numerous to mention. 
He has brought honor and recognition not only to himself, 
but to his four special loves—family, church, Fort Worth and 
TCU. 

Since his return to the University in an-official capacity 
in 1950, he has reflected to all who have known and worked 
with him the fact that he has given more than time to his 
Alma Mater. He has given love and loyalty, while investing 
his life in our University, the cause he felt most worthy. 

It is because of this love, loyalty and outstanding contri- 
bution to Texas Christian University, that we, the Horned 
Frog Staff, dedicate the 1966 edition, to a beloved alumnus, 
administrator and friend . . .

As out- 
going president of the American Football 
Association, Coach Martin presented Presi- 
dent Johnson the Tuss McLaughry Ameri- 
can Citizen Award at the White House. 
McLaughry is a former Dartmouth coach. 
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Athletic   Director  Abe   Martin, 
as head of the American Foot- 
ball   Coaches   Association,   pre- 
sents LBJ with special award.

Ranch Trainees travel over 9,000 miles, 
visiting farms, ranches, feed lots, experi- 
mental stations, feed mills and livestock 
exhibitions in Texas, Oklahoma and Kansas. 
They go to Flat Top Ranch, Texas Research 
Foundation, Ramsey Ranch in El Dorado, 
Kansas, and the Fort Worth Stockyards. 
Their observation and practice of livestock 
farming and ranching techniques is an in- 
tegral part of the Ranch Training Program, 
now in its tenth year at TCU. 

When in Fort Worth, the 22 participants, 
including five Colombian students, spend 
six hours daily in classroom activities, which 
feature guest lecturers and comprehensive 
explanations and study of management prin- 
ciples and problems. Income tax situations 
are given special emphasis in class. 

The program was established to encourage 
young men to continue in active ranching. 
Since 1956 men from 22 states and seven 
nations have studied ranching at the Univer- 
sity. 

Experienced ranchers, practicing veteri- 
narians, and business and professional men 
assist Director John Merrill and Assistant 
Director Raymond Kenny in the nine-month 
course of instruction.

The Reserve Officer Training Corps pro- 
gram was established at TCU in 1951. Men 
may enroll in either Army or Air Force, 
upon passing mental and physical tests. 

The advanced portion of the four-year 
program begins in the junior year and ends 
with commissioning as a second lieutenant 
upon graduation. Commissions in the regu- 
lar armed forces, rather than the reserve, 
may be offered to distinguished cadets. 

The program consists of instruction and 
drill every week and a summer camps ses- 
sion of 4-6 weeks between the junior and 
senior years.

Student Congress achieved a long-awaited 
goal with the approval by the University 
Council, the Administrative Council, and 
the student body of a new constitution. 

The new constitution provided for a 
name change—the Student Congress became 
the House of Representatives—and a re- 
adjustment of the system of representation. 
The student body balloting on the new docu- 
ment was preceded by heated debate and 
some last-minute changes in the constitution 
to placate the opposition. 

Also new was establishment of the Uni- 
versity Senate for Student Affairs. The pur- 
pose of the body is to serve as a forum for 
the discussion of matters pertaining to stu- 
dent life. Senate membership was composed 
of House and faculty representatives. 

Student Congress is composed of five ex- 
ecutive officers, repjesentatives from the 
various schools and colleges, and presidents 
of the four classes. Weekly meetings along 
with bi-weekly committee meetings keep the 
32 members busy.

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Informed citizenship in the Aerospace 
Age begins on the University campus with 
Air Force Reserve Officers Traning Corps. 

First-year cadets study principles of flight, 
military aviation history, and opportunities 
on the Aerospace Team. Then as sophomore 
cadets, they are introduced to aerial warfare 
and man's exploration of space. It is during 
this year that many cadets are given minor 
assignments on the drill field in preparation 
for future responsibilities as cadet officers. 

Cadets are selected for advanced training 
on the basis of their successful completion 
of both the Air Force Officer's Qualification 
Test and a physical examination, and their 
past record.

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The Army Reserve Officers Training Corps 
trains students to assume executive positions 
in either regular or reserve Army after grad- 
uation. 

A freshman enrolled in the Army ROTC 
program is instructed in U.S. military history, 
basic military principles and modern weap- 
ons of the Army. As a sophomore, the cadet 
examines the role of the Army in national 
defense and learns techniques of map read- 
ing and fire control. 

Cadets are selected for the advanced pro- 
gram on the basis of character, leadership, 
intelligence, aptitude and alertness. Between 
junior and senior years advanced cadets at- 
tend a six-week training program where 
they receive intensive instruction and acquire 
field experience.

This phrase could be heard at least a 
dozen times each day as student personnel 
continued for a second year the operation of 
a 10-watt. educational station located in Ed 
Landreth Hall. The station broadcasts to 
the public Monday through Friday from 
2 until 10 pm, and Saturday, from 10 am 
until 6 pm. 

KTCU-FM is affiliated with two net- 
works. One is the National Educational 
Radio Network, and the other is Texas 
State Network. NERN feeds the station with 
a large variety of taped educational series 
and special programs. TSN furnishes the 
station with the latest news live from a 
newsroom with all three wire services, 
full  time  news staff,  and  mobile  units. 

Programing format for the station is 
good music, educational and interest pro- 
grams, and news. Special remotes are done 
on home baseball and basketball games, 

while live reports and interviews are taken 
from such events as the Colonial Invitational 
each Spring. 

One of the most outstanding programs fea- 
tured on the station is the Metropolitan 
Opera carried live from New York each 
Saturday during the season. 

The station continued under the manage- 
ment of Dr. R. C. Norris, director of the 
Division of Radio-Television-Film. 

The staff is selected from applicants each 
spring all of which are usually Radio-TV- 
Film majors or minors. Each staff director 
has from three to twelve staff members that 
carry out a particular area of station opera- 
tion.

She 
took up the Personality section when Betty Buckley became short on 
time after being named Miss Fort Worth. Beth did a good job and is 
stepping up to assistant-editor next year. Other staff members deserving 
extra thanks are Carol Tyson and Janice Moulton. The prize for the most 
dependable worker on the staff must go to a little freshman, Marcia Lessig, 
who worked all year on any job I gave her. Marcia was always there and 
stayed and worked to the very end. 

There are sponsors, and then there are sponsors . . . and then there is 
Mr. Schick. He advised us and helped us all year long—yet allowed us 
to put out the type of book we wanted. But when the going really got 
rough (and it always gets rough towards the end) Mr. Schick was there 
ready to do anything from taking pictures to typing copy on triplicates, 
to completing the book.
