Second Kent State Petition 
To Be Circulated Dec. 6-8 

/ire erupted in TCU's postu. 
.ubstalion Wednesday nigin, 
charring about 14 mailboxes, and 
adding still another complication 
to the seasonal mail crush 

Students, presumably from the 
Evening College, discovered 
flames in one of the mailboxes, 
and immediately informed the 
telephone operator on duty at the 
nearby switchboard. Kay Holmes, 
the operator, relayed the alert to 
Campus Security. 

Concerned students told Miss 
Holmes the blaze was spreading 
to other boxes and she again 
telephoned security, in addition 
to calling the Fort Worth Fire 
Department. 

Firemen received the call at 
8.40 p.m., but when they arrived 
at the post office the fire was 
out. 

Someone had threwn sand from 
a nearby cigarette recep'aele on 
to the fire, thereby extinguish- 
ing it. 

S. S. Robnett. fire department 
investigator, said the sand prob- 
ably kept the fire from spread- 
ing more than it did. 

The floor inside the substation 
in front of the mailboxes involved 
was strewn with mail as well as 
ashes,   but   Charles   H.   Richard- 

son, TCU's chief accountant, ex- 
plained the- strewn mail was 
probably not due to the fire, but 
rather to students who shove 
junk mail back into the mailbox 
and onto the post office floor. 

Mail in surrounding mailboxes 
was not damaged. 

R. Thornburg, the security of- 
ficer called to the scene, said 
he found one of the closed post 
effice   windows   unlocked. 

Nothing was disturbed in the 
post office except for the area 
around the charred mailboxes 
and it appeared no one had en- 
tered the substation. 

Asked if the fire had been de- 
liberately started, Fire District 
Chief G. T. Morris said, "It looks 
like it, doesn't it?" 

Besides Robnett, Thornburg, 
and Richardson, Postal Inspector 
Tom Weaver and Raymond Nunn 
of the downtown post office ob- 
served the damage. 

Richardson said the people who 
arc rmting those boxes involved 
would  probably  be   contacted. 

Three fire engines from the 
Fort Worth Fire Department an- 
swered  the-  alarm. 

"Neither rain nor sleet nor hail 
nor snow will stop the U. S. mail" 
—mavbe fire too'' 

The haunting memories of May 
1970, when four Kent State Uni- 
versity students were killed by 
National Guard bullets, has spur- 
red students across the nation to 
attempt to refreshen the memory 
of President Nixon. 

A petition signed by 10,380 KSU 
students has been presented to 
Nixon by Dr. Glenn Olds, Presi- 
dent of Kent State. The petition 
requests that a Federal grand 
jury be convened to hold another 
investigation of the killings. 

TCU students, as well as stu- 
dents on 200 campuses across 'he 
nation, will be given the oppor- 
tunity to express their support cf 
the cause by means of a second 
petition. The TCU peti'ion will 
be in the student center Dec. 6-8 

from 9 a.m. until 4 p.m. 
To date, only a local grand 

jury has weighed the evidence. 
The jury's report, upheld en Oct. 
22 by the U. S. 6th Circuit Court 
of Appeals, was considered so 
biased that a Federal District 
Court Judge ordered it expunged 
from the record and physically 
destroyed. 

The petition is a result of the 
announced decision of A'torney 
General John Mitchell not to con- 
vene a federal grand jury. In- 
numerable persons, including 
former Governor William Scran- 
ton, the chairman of the Presi- 
dent's Commission on Campus 
Unrest, have long urged the con- 
vening. 

In the quest for the change of 

jury KSU students have utilized 
only peaceful means. Many stu- 
dents feel that through their 
pacific efforts they will convince 
the Justice Department of their 
sincerity and the necessity cf an 
extended   investigation. 

Dr. Olds in addition to spon- 
sors of the petition, Greg Rambo 
and Paul Keane. have requested 
a reply by the end of the term. 
Rambo says he has a "strong in- 
tuition" that there will be "some- 
thing done" about the grand jury 
request. 

If the peti'ion request is ve- 
toed. Rambo says he will ask 
that a meeting be held with a 
Justice Department representa- 
tive to explain the decision and 
answer questions. 

Christmas Fete Sunday 
Christmas is traditionally cele- 

brated with song, lights, food, 
and good friends, and in this 
spirit, the Ceremony of Lights 
amd Carols hopes to draw TCU 
students together for joyous sing- 
ing, and to worship in solemn 
beauty. 

The ceremony will begin at 
7:30 p.m. Sunday on the Student 
Center steps with a devotion by 
Dr. George Fowler of the Reli- 
gion Department. Vickie Preusse, 
a member of Kappa Delta, tradi- 
tional  sponsor of the event, will 

introduce the guest speaker, 
Clyde Foltz, Director of Develop- 
ment. 

As the carols are sung, Miss 
Preusse will initiate the lighting 
of candles through the crowd, 
(bring your own candle.) 

The ceremony ends with the 
lighting of holiday lights on the 
Christmas tree and around the 
Student Center quadrangle. 

A reception follows in the Stu 
dent Lounge where Pledge-Pan- 
hellenic will serve cookies and 
hot chocolate. 

New Century Grant Contested 

Wright Residents Resent Funding

An emergency meeting of the 
Pete Wright Hall Council was 
convened at 11 p.m. on Wednes- 
day, Dec. 1 to hear dissident 
views regarding a bill allcca'ing 
iunds to the New Century Sing- 
ers  (NCS). 

The Pete Wright Hall Council 
approved a bill Nov. 30 allocating 
$100 to the singing g~oup with the 
stipulation 'hat NCS would ob- 
tain a matching sum from an- 
other source. In return, lha NCS 
would perform free at two Pete 
Wright parties. 

A similar s'ipulation was pre- 
sent in a bill recen'ly passed 
in the House, funding the New 
Century Singers with $600, pro- 
vided that NCS match the Per- 
manent Improvements Commit- 
tee'* fund. 

Residents and certain wing rep- 
resentatives of Pete Wright were 
infuriated over the Hall Council 
bill. The bill was net announced 
to the dorm, and gave money to 
an outside organization without 
informing or asking the consent 
of the populace. 

Ignited   Spark 

Dick Cassavant, treasurer and 
Social Committee Hall Council 
chairman, announced the bill the 
next day, which igni'ed the spark 
of rebellion against it and forced 
a Hall Council meeting to review 
the passed bill. 

A small contingent of wing rep- 
resentatives were opposed to the 
NCS allocation and proposed a 
rescinding bill at the meeting. 
However, 'heir proposal was de- 
feated by not polling the required 
two thirds  majority. 

The only abstension was cast 
by Ken King. King said "I ab- 
stained because m y section 
wanted me to vo'e against NCS, 
but 1 personally was in favor of 
giving NCS the money because it 
would reflect favorably on Pete 
Wright, and that Pete Wright 
could use this donation as a lever 
in negotiations with 'he adminis- 
tration." 

Following the defeat of the re- 
scinding bill, a proposal for a 
petition cf the pros and cens cf 
the bill to be circulated among 
the residents, was passed. The 
results of the petition will be 
presented to the Hal) Council next 
Tuesday for a re-vote on the NCS 
allocation. 

Upward  Bound 

Jaime L. Martinez, public re- 
lations   chairman   for   NCS   and 

assistant director for Upward 
Bound, said, "I went before the 
Council to urge their support of 
a recognized university organiza- 
tion I did no' expect a negative 
response from many residents 
who represent a part of the stu- 
dent body, for which my organ- 
ization has been established " 

Martinez had earlier gene to 
the S'udent Programming Board, 
asking for $800 for the New Cen- 
tury Singers, who need to pur- 
chase a sound system costing 
SI,600. He was turned down be- 
cause they felt NCS should go 
before the administration for 
money. Martinez along with Tom 
C. Purdy, alumni director, did 
succeed in appropriating funds 
from the House, and has been 
promised money by the adminis- 

tration provided they match the 
funds given them from another 
source. 

Martinez said, "I went to Pete 
Wright first for funds, because I 
live there. 1 plan to go before 
other dorms if I am successful 
here." 

James M. Cady, Pete Wright 
dorm president, said, "I feel the 
situation is unfortunate in regard 
to negative attitudes toward the 
bill but it has reduced apathy in 
Pete Wright." 

Dave Tucker, secretary of On 
Hall Council, who voted against 
the allocation bill said, "It is the 
first time in the dorm's history 
tha' the residents within have be- 
come involved with dorm policy, 
and how that policy should be 
carried out."

Records Weren't His Goal

St2ve Judy's college football ca- 

reer at TCU came to an end last 
week in Dallas where he quar- 
terhacked his team to a come- 
from-bchind win against SMU in 
the- season's final game. 

Four years ago, every school 
in the SWC was trying to recruit 
the Longview product. There 
were also a lot of offers from 
other top schools around the 
country, like Missouri and Ne- 
braska. 

"I wanted to go somewhere 
where I could start as a sopho- 
more," Judy says in explaining 
the reason he chose TCU. "And 
I liked the school." 

Judy did s'art as a sophomore 
and in his first season led the 
Southwest Conference in total 
offense Judy pass3d for 1,677 
yards and 12 touchdowns in his 
first varsity year and has since 
broken practically every quar- 
terbacking record in the school's 
history. 

But when Judy came to TCU, 
individual records were not his 
goal. He was looking for a team 
to contribute to. 

"When I came to TCU, it never 
dawned en me that I'd be break- 
ing records," Judy says. "I just 
wanted to help build a winner 
here." 

"I could have gone to Texas 
or somewhere where they always 
win a let," Judy says. "But down 
there, when ycu win, you're just 
one of the guys that won. 

"I felt like if I could help build 
a winner at TCU, wnere they 
hadn't been winning for a while, 
people would remember who 
quarterbaeked them that year, 
the year they won." 

No  Regrets 

In the past two seasons, the 
Frogs' highest SWC finish has 
been a tie for third, while many 
rf the schools Judy passed up are 
enjoying national prom- 
inence. Judy says he's never re- 
gretted his decision to come to 
TCU, though. 

"I've gotten everything I ex- 
pected from TCU," he says. "It's 
a gocd school and it's developing 
a winning program. I've had 
some good games here, and some 
bad ones. I guess I just have to 
try to forget the bad ones. I just 

wish I had another year because 
TCU is on the way up and I think 
we're gonna be winners." 

In the three years Judy has 
been the Horned Frogs' field 
general, he's played under three 
different head coaches and has 
piloted the Frogs in a variety of 
offensive sets. 

Judy says he doesn't feel the 
changes in coaches and offenses 
has hurt ham. "All our coaches 
were here to win, and that's why 
I play the game. 

"I think I've been able to run 
all the offenses pretty well," 
Judy continues. "It took a while 
for me to get used to the wish- 
bone (the Frogs' current attack), 
but now that I've seen what it 
?an do, I like it the best. 

"I feel like I've been able to 
move th° ball beter this year 
and, even though my individual 
statistics aren't as good, we've 
scored a lot more points. 

"I like to throw the ball, but 
over the pas', couple of years, my 
arm has gotten a little weaker," 
Judy said, explaining that he suf- 
fers from a form of arthritis. "It's 
sort of like a 'tennis elbow'. I had 

to have an operation on it my 
junior year in high school and it 
gets a little weaker every year." 

Faced Tough  Feet 

Looking back over his career 
as a Horned Frog, Judy rates the 
19S9 Baylor and Arkansas games 
as his best performances. H e 
passed for 245 yards against the 
Razorbacks that year and ac- 
counted for 364 yards of total of- 
fense against the Bears. 

Judy feels he faced his tough- 
est opponents ever that season. 
too, in Ohio State and Texas. 

Of his passing records, Judy 
says, 'It's good to know you've 
accomplished something, but I 
wish I'd had a few more wins or 
maybe a bowl game to go along 
with them." 

The Frogs finished this year 
with a 6-4-1 record, their first 
winning season in six years. 
Their 5-2 SWC showing was good 
enough for third place and left 
them only one game out of first. 

In 1971 the Horned Frogs were 
winners. And Steve Judy will be 
remembered at TCU.
