The lecture series to be offered this 
year by the University will open on 
Oct. 28 with the one to be given in 
the auditorium by 8enorita Luisa Es- 
pinel, Spanish dancer and singer. 

In announcing the dates, Dr. 
Charles H. Sherer, member of the 
committee, said that four other lec- 
tures bad been definitely arranged, 
but it ia probable that one or two 
more may be added later. So far as 
is known now all lectures will be in 
the T. C. U. auditorium. 

Capt. John Noel, who will appear 
here on Feb. 12, ia an explorer, a sci- 
entist, and aa author of note, and is 
included among the world's three or 
four fineat outdoor photographers. 
Hia film, "The Epic of Mt. Everest," 
is still in great demand after being 
shown for seven years in all parts of 
the world. Capt. Noel has Just re- 
cently returned from six months in 
Northern India and the Himalaya re- 
gion, where he made a second epic 
film, which ia the one he will use in 
his illustrated lecture here. Compe- 
tent critics say this latter film sur- 
passes in interest his famous Mt. Ev- 
erett film. 

On Nov. 12, V. L. Granville will of- 
fer hia "Dramatic Interludes," an en- 
tertainment which has met with great 
success in Europe, Asia, Africa, Aus- 
tralia,  and  America.

Early Religious Life 
Of Texas Portrayed 

University Religious Fellowship 
Gives Pageant Showing: 

Various Periods. 

Episodes of the religious life of 
early Texaa were portrayed at a 
meeting of the Univeraity Religious 
Fellowship last Sunday night on the 
campus near the band stand. The 
program waa directed by Dean L. L. 
Leftwich. 

A pageant depicting the life and re- 
ligious ceremony of Texas Indians 
was presented by the W. A. A. under 
the direction of Mrs. Helen Walker 
Murphy. The coming of the French 
and Spanish explorers, who enslaved 
the redman and took his possessions, 
waa portrayed by Kenneth Martin and 
Lewis Copeland. 

Professor Newton Gaines sang a 
religious philosophy of the cowboy 
period when Texas was being colon- 
ized. Old hymns were sung to cele- 
brate the coming of the Kentucky 
gentlemen with their families and 
slaves. 

The dramatic story of Texas Inde- 
pendence was told, followed by the 
singing of old negro spirituals to rep- 
resent the negro slaves' efforts to 
harmonize biblical stories with their 
enslavement. 

The event of Texas becoming a 
atate was celebrated by the raiaing 
of the American flag and the singing 
of "America."* Rev. A. Preston 
Gray, pastor of the Univeraity Chris- 
tian Church, gave a brief summary 
of the program and pronounced the 
benediction.

metie literature and Will impersonate 
the greater dramatic characters in 
costume, makeup and interpretation. 
Ha will use hia own lighting and bim- 
aelf alone aa cast. 

The other two numbers which have 
been scheduled on the series are 
James Weatfall Thompson, eminent 
European historian, who will appear 
here on March ISA and Sigmund 
Spaeth of Princeton, a musical critic, 
who will be here some time after the 
first of the year.

"The student body in assembly last spring formally adopted the "point system" in regard to student 
activities. This program was approved by the cabinet, and goes into effect thia echool vear A copy of the 
point system as adopted is printed below. You are naked to read it carefully, and to make out your club 
program in conformity to it. * 

"Student activity cards have beenprinted and will be filled out in chapel at a later date Thev will be 
kept m permanent files thereafter. The presidents of the various clubs are asked to send in a list of their 
members and officers as soon as the clubs are thoroughly organized." 

The University point system in student activities is as follows: 
No student shall participate in extra-curricular a:tivities during any one collegiate year to exceed the 

value of twenty points. "

The students were accus- 
tomed to walking on the lawns, and they were not accustomed to 
having their paths limited. One reason for this was that the 
campus was not supplied with sufficient walks.

Dr. Green will always live in the heart of T. C. U. as one of 
its greatest benefactors, and to him goes much credit for the suc- 
cess of the institution.

- T *f IT»« Fir. T.CU/s First Grid Favorites 

"Room a lacker, boom a lacker 
Boom a la boo! 

Vanity, Varsity, Add-Ran Ul" 
The college yell r»ng from the 

lusty throat* of 500 footbalt fans, a 
record crowd for Waco. Pink and 
cream ribbon* waved wildly, tied to 
this bamboo canea. Th* crowd w*nt 
wild when "Big Boy" McClellen, cap- 
tain of the pink and cream eleven, '96, 
fell on the ball for a two-point safe- 
ty. The gun! and the game was over. 
add-Ran University had won it* firat 

gam* with th* powerful Toby Busi- 
neu Colleve eleven to the tune ofy.8 
to 6. Mr. W. F. Wil»on had come up 
from Houston to coach th* boy* and 
also help with baseball in the spring. 
,. Add-Ran University did not have 
a paid coach in those days and there 
wer* few teams to match gam** with 
klnc* football waa generally consid- 
ered a rude and uncouth game. 

By the firat of th* ichool year in 
1897 th* thing had been thrashed out 
and a coach, Mr. Jo* Y. Fields, wa* 
hired to train a bunch of farmer boy*, 
two or three of whom had seen a foot- 
ball before. 

The first official gam* cam* early 
In October, 1897. It waa played at 
Waco with the Dallas professional 
team. Add-Ran won 6 to 0. The line 
up of the team and substitute* of that 
firat gam* were, according to Dr. M. 
R. Sharp of Granger, Texas, at fol- 
lows: i«. Romulus Holt, now a 
rancher who lives In New Mexico; It 
Ouy Green, a farmer, accidentally 
ahot and killed in Col.man, Texas, In 
1989; Ig. "Big" Camahan, a traveling 
salesman; c. Sam Rutledge, who, be- 
fore hi* death in San Angelo a few 

Vtart ago, wa* brand inspector at the 
ort worth Stockyards; rg. C. I. 

Alexander, deceased, father of Prof. 
Ivan Alexander of T. C. U.; rt. Claude 
McClellan (captain), now residing in 
Dallas; rg. O. A. Foot, who received 
an M. D. degree from Vanderbilt and 
who 1* now located In North Texas; 
q. Charlie Herring, who died in Mi- 
ami, Fla., during -the Spanish-Amer- 
ican War; Ih. Dr. M. R. Sharp of 
Granger, who had a daughter. Miss 
Eugenia Sharp, in T. C. U. last year; 
rh. Early Sparka, who was city mar- 
anal at Waco until hit death In 1905 
or 1908 at the hands of a Mexican; 
fb. Dr. Jeff R. Sypert of Dallas. 

The substitutes were James Mc- 
Clinic, United State* senator from 
Oklahoma; Frank Prewltt, who lives 
in the (tat* of Washington; John 
Montgomery of Amsrlllo, Texas; and 
Colby D. Hall, dean of T. C. U. 

Baseball had been first.- Said the 
1896 catalog: "The athletic associa- 
tion, organized at the beginning of 
tha present *ession, has done much 
to develop an enthusiastic interest la 
athletic (port* . . . Baseball teams 
had been organized and trained." 
And they had a grandstand. 

Th* value of physical culture had 
been recognised long before, however, 
for the catalog of 1893 gave T. M. 
Clark, k. M-, as being a professor of 
elocution and physical culture. Th* 
next year A. C. Eaaley and Miss Jes- 
sie Clark war* the conductor* of th* 
school of physical culture. 

When Add-Ran moved to Waco In 
September, 1898, students organized 
a baseball team and played Baylor 
and were the Waco champion* in '96, 
•aid an *arly issue of th* Collegian. 

Their first football game had been 
on Dec. 7, 1896, but the month before, 
On Thanksgiving Day, the blacks and 
browns, two teama made tip from the 

Add-Ran tquad, had played a prac 
tice game.   A ruling of tha truits*. 
forb»d« the first team to leave wise 
to play a game. And, said the Colls- 
gian, the bovs "resented, that embar- 
aising action" So th* next year the 
ruling was repealed. 

Across th* top of th. page of th* 
Horned Frog of 1897-98, which open- 
ed up like a bookkeeper'* day book, 
wa* printed th* following: "Oct. 1— 
work on football was begun"; »nd 
down on the bottom of th* page: 
"Coach n»ld srrlv**." A little far- 
ther on came thlai "Oct. 8—Dallas 
encodhtar* war bag—0-6." Thie w*s 
that firat official game. 

Thus It w*S that J. Y. Field* came 
to Add-Ran College to become lte first 
coach. Fields was brought from Dal- 
las, He w*» * graduate of L*Iand- 
Stanford and had two year* training 
under Walter Camp of Yale, who se- 
lected him a* All-Am«rle*n guard 
for that year. A f«w ycart ago Mr. 
Fields had t ranch n**r Or»p*vin*, 
Texas, „  . 

In th* f»H of 1898 J»m»s Morrison, 
footb*ll trslner *nd * "fine authority 
on th* game," arrived, and carried th* 
Add-Ran eleven through a sueee**ful 

Arid about here th* records break 
off. If Add-Ran had a coach from 
1898 to 1905 nothing Is said of it In 
either yearbook, catalog, Collegian, or 
minutes of the trustee t meetings. 

A m»n n«med C. E. Cronk coached 
the football team in the »ea»on of 
1905, but the records do not tell ut 
who he w»s. 

J. E. Hyde came In th* fall of 1906 
to coach athletics and remained 
through 1908. Wright played guard 
and graduated IA2911. J. R. LangUy 
of the Univertitt of Michigan took 
th* helm in 1908. "Hit knowledge 
of football is thorough for he la an 
apt pupil of the mighty Yost," said 
tha yearbook. And the Collegitn 
backed it up with: "Th* man who 
know* football and men." 

In 1910 th* University buildings at 
Waco burned and th* school opantd 
th* next year in Fort Worth. 

Henry W. Lever of Ohio State Uni- 
versity coached in 1911; Willis T. 
Stewart of Fort Worth In 1912, and 
In 1913 Fred Cahoon was drafted 
from the music department to direct 
athletic* and coach football. 

In 1914, S. A. Boles, who had train- 
ed at Vanderbilt and coached at Poly, 
came to T. C. U. and opened up the 
first summer training camp. Cahoon 
and Boles, took the boyt to Venus, 
Texat, before school opened and 
trained them for football and base- 
ball. E. Y. Freeland, who had train- 
ed at Vanderbilt and eoached Daniel 
Baker for three years, came to T. C. 
U. and relieved the professor of vio- 
lin, Mr. Cahoon, of his athletic duties, 

Friday, September 28, IMP. 

For several.y*art T. C. U. had bad 
a -C" Association but in 1914 It was 
changed to th* "T" AateciaUon. 

During W16 and. 1917 M. B. Den- 
ial was head coach, with Cahoon a* 
assistant. "Dan" graduated from T.. 
C. U. and we* a "Napoleon en the 
field." H* h»d to giv* up hi* work 
at T. C. U, to go to Franc* during 
the war. 

Cahoon was h*ed coach again in 
1918, with Ted Hackney a* hi* a*»l*t- 
ant. T*d was th* "m*n with th* 
educated toe," the ambidextrou* punt- 
er of th* University of Missouri 
Tigers, who kicked a goal from th* 
35-yard line, H* went over**** dur» 
Ing the w»r. 

Two A. t M. Colleg* m*n coach*d 
the T. C. U. team In 1920 and '21. 
W. L. Driver wa* head coach, with 
John McKnight his assistant 

On Dec. 8. 1922, T. C. U. was ad- 
mitted to th* Southwest Conference. 
Pete Wright wa* mad* director of 
athletic* and McKnight moved up to 
head coach. The** were th* day* of 
Kit Carson and Blair Cherry. The 
next year Matty Bell of Centre Col- 
lege came to make such four-letter 
men as Blair Cherry, Herman Clark 
and Bear Wolf th* football men they 
were.       , 

In 1925 Ed Kubale was added to 
th* athletic staff, and the combina- 
tion remained through th* year* 
when Clark, Waehmon and Williams 
served terms as captain of th* team. 

"Never before in the history of the 
Southwest Conference," say* th* 1929 
Horned Frog, "hat there been inch 
a shakeup In th* coaching staffs of 
th* various schools a* wa* witnessed 
during the 1928-89 season with T. C. 
U., A. k M. and Arkanaas holding 
the spotlight." Matty Belli afttr 
five years at T. C- U. went to A. * 
M., Francis Schmidt of Arkansas 
fame came to T. C. U.. and, incident- 
ally, carried off the championahip; Ed 
Kubale returned to hi* alma mater, 
Centre College, to take the Wad; and 
Raymond Wolf was chosen from th* 
rank* of T. C. U.'» hall of athlttlo 
fame to assist Schmidt as tin* coach.

The historic turf of old Clark Field 
will be trampled and torn by the 
cleated shoes of T. C. U.'s mighty 
Progs for the last time tomorrow aft- 
ernoon. Coach Schmidt will throw 
the Christians into their third test of 
the year againat Cecil Griggs' Austin 
College Kangaroos at 3:30 o'clock, and 
all Fort Worth games thereafter will 
be moved to the magnificent new grid 
palace that will be dedicated Oct. 11 
with the Arkansas Raxorbacks as 
first conference foes. 

The Sherman aggregation, invading 
the Christian lair for the first time 
since 1928, boasts of one of the heav- 
iest veteran elevens to be found in the 
always strong Texas Conference. 
With a backfield that will average 
around 180 pounds, the Kangaroos 
will offer the toughest of early sea- 
son competition. 

In 1928 the Frogs defeated the 
Sherman eleven 21 to 0, but only after 
a stiff battle The year before, only 
the amasing plav of "Rags" Matth- 
ews enabled the Purple to sneak in a 
20-to-lS verdict, and previous encoun- 
ters with the Kangaroos have taught 
the Southwest entry not to take their 
play too lightly. 

No major injuries appeared in 
either of the two games over but 
week-end, when the Christians dis- 
played s powerful scoring punch by 
defeating the North Texas Teachers 
in Denton on Friday, 47 to 0, and 
then downing the strong East Texas 
Teachers on Clark Field Saturday 
afternoon by a 40-to-O score. Schmidt 
and Wolf will be able to shove the 
entire roster Into service tomorrow 
afternoon, with the exception of Clyde 
Boberson, end, who will be kept out 
unti' the Arkansas tilt; and HsI 
Wright, half, who may not be able to 
play any more this season.       t 

All of the 1929 veterans'came 
through in the week-end games and 
displayed the fight and ability that 
helped carry the Purple to the crown 
last year. However, the vets did not 
hog ail the glory of the two vic- 
tories. 

A number of the sophomores and 
members of the aquad last year un- 
covered surprising play, relieving the 
Frog mentor of two or three major 
worries,, especially in the line. 

Spearman, SumneV, Hammond, Oli- 
ver Dennis, and Tiner, backs; Pruitt, 
Dietiel, and Salkeld, ends; Hirstine, 
Townsend. centers; Howell, Evans. 
Borwell, Vaught, Boyd, and Shackle- 
ford, all came through with some 
showy performances during the two 
tilts. The appearance of many of 
these youngsters bolstered Frog 
hopes considerably. Tomorrow's tilt 
with the Ksngaroos will give them 
additional opportunity for valuable 
seasoning.

of a Century. 

FROGS      WON      MAJORITY 

Frogs Overwhelmed Kangaroos 
In 1928 Contest by a Score 

of 21 to 0. 

The T. C. U. Horned Frogs and the 
Austin College Kangaroos will meet 
on the T. C. V. gridiron Saturday 
afternoon for the 20th time in the 
history of the two schools, according 
to available records at T. C. U. 

This rivalry on the football field, 
covering a period of a quarter of a 
century, beginning in 1906, ha* re- 
sulted decidedly in the Frogs' favor. 
The Christians have won 14 of the 
19 games that have been played, Aus- 
tin College 5, and no games have been 
tied. On the total score for the 19 
games played, T. C U. has rolled up 
319 points to Austin's 136. 

Ten of the Frogs' victories have 
been shutouts, while the Kangaroos 
have succeeded in keeping their goal 
line intact on three occasions. The 
moat one-sided victory for T. C U. 
was back in 1917, when the Purple 
scored 59 points to none for the Sher- 
man school The greatest margin of 
victory for Austin came in 1911, when 
it carried off the honors by a score 
of 39 to 0. The closest game ever 
played between the two schools was 
in 1920, when the Frogs won by a 
scant two points, the score being 9 
to 7 in their favor. 

In the first game ever played by 
the Frogs and the Kangaroos (in 
1906) the former won by the score of 
21 to 0, and in the last game played 
(1928) T. a U. was victorious by 
the same score. 

In 1911 two game* ware played, 
Austin winning both, the first by a 
score of 39 to 0, the second by the 
count of 18 to 8. 

In the but four games played, since 
T. C. U. has been a member of the 
Southwest Conference, Austin has 
scored but 13 point*. All of these 
ware made in the 1927 contest In 
the other years—1925, 1928 and 1928 
the Kangaroos were blanked.
