Moreland looms as the best 
breakaway threat in the South- 
west Conference, due to his tre- 
m c n d o u s speed, toe-tapping 
methods, and pass catching abili- 
ty. 

Aerial Game 
Forecast For 
Pitt's Attack 
TCU takes a week off from 

Southwest Conference war- 
fare to go North tomorrow 
for an intersectional battle 
with the University of Pitts- 
burgh. The Frogs will start 
a new football rivalry with this 
game as it is the first meeting 
between the two football powers. 
Coach John Michelosen's Panthers 
play an independent schedule but 
are always rated as a perennial 
power in the Fast 

The Horned Frogs haven't been 
this far Fast since 1957 when thev 
stunned Ohio State with a 18-14 
upset. Actually their last meeting 
with a Quaker stale school was 
back in 1953 in Abe Martin's 
first year as head coach. That 
fall they fell before the Nittany 
Lions of I'enn  State, 21-27. 

Fresh from their 39 6 mauling 
of Texas A&M, the Purples will 
be favored to top the Panthers 
although both elevens have iden- 
tical 32 won-lost records. 

Featuring one of the nation's 
old Frog nemesis, Don Meredith 
Toncic, the Panthers have used 
an aerial circus to overwhelm 
three opponents. The story this 
season for Pittsburgh has been, 
when Toncic goes, Pitt wins. 

Many of the Eastern sports- 
writers are booming Toncic, the 
5-11, 180 pound passing wizard 
for All-America honors The 
scribes think he is better at 
throwing the pigskin than the 
top passers, quarterback Ivan 
of SMU. 

Pittsburgh fans are of the same 
opinion. They have plenty to 
back their ideas up with when 
lauding Toncic. The little passing 
master has used the pass 97 
times in five games and connect- 
ed   on  44  throws  for 533  yards. 

All hands in the TCU camp 
are expected to be back in work- 
ing order tomorrow for the 1:30 
p.m.    kickoff    in   Pitt    Stadium.
