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First N.J. gay couple 
joined in civil union

NEW YORK — Two Teaneck 
men prepared Sunday night to 

become New Jersey's first gay 
couple to be legally joined in a 

civil union at the first pos- 
sible instant 

Steven Goldstein, 44, and 

partner Daniel Gross, 36, 

planned a late-night ceremony 

that would unite them at 12:0] 
a.m., when New Jersey's civil 

union law took effect 

Civil unions give gay and les 

bian couples the rights and ben 
efits of marriage under a different 

name, leading many gay activists 
to decry it as a separate-but-equal 

form of partnership 

Still, Goldstein said, becom 

ing civilly united is so important 

that he and his partner didn’t 

want to wait any longer than 

necessary 

“After 15 years together, we 

didn't want another minute with 
out all the protections we can 

get,” said Goldstein, chairman 

of Garden State Equality and a 

leader in New Jersey's gay mar 

riage push 

“Civil unions are not mar 

riage,” he told the New York Dai 

ly News Sunday evening. "We 
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want to get married, and we're 

going to keep fighting for mar 

riage equality.”
