Chelf has been doing some drilling around the Odessa crater recently I
believe for the Barringers. He tells me that someone has actually bsen using
the caliche from around the rim of the crater and possibly the pits you saw
were created in this manner, Glen Zvans supposedly found out about the caliche
diggings, and put a stop to it. Chelf is in favor of mking a huge excavation
and stabliming the sides so that a cross section of the crater can be seen.

The material from such an excavation could be used to f£ill up the shaft and
other artificial holes about the area, However, I doubt if anyone is interested
in furnishing money enough to do the kind of job that would be permenant,
