They are
sccumulated customs, worked out
sand highly polished.”

He said that the way to make prog-
ress was to master tradition and step
out beyond it. Dean Hall explained
that a college was the proper place
for tradition.

“If a student is to assimulate the
wealth of the past, he should have
an open mind,” he continued. “This
is one of the greatest traditions any
college can have.”

Continuing the theme, Dean Hall
said, “The most important tradition
of T. C. U., as set down by Addison
Clark, first president of the Univer-
sity, is character building—not learn-
ing.

“The thing that impressed me, per-
haps, more than any other during my
stay in Germany was the tenseness of
the political situation under Hitler-

cept those whose T. C. U. grade
dex was below 1.50, were ranked as
“honor candidates” for degrees. Elev-
en of the 65 highest had a T. C- U.
index below 1.50; therefore the to-
tal number of honor candidate was
b4.

All other students who took the

*|test were ranked as “general candi-

dates” for degrees. Of the 130 who
took the test, 76 were placed in this
ranking.

Ranking Is By Comparison.
“The test papers were not ‘graded,” ”
Dean Hall said, “as the questions
were such that probably.no human
could have answered 100 per cent of
them. Instead they were ‘scored’,
and the scores were distributed to see
how each student ranked as compared
with all the students.”

In arriving at the scores for T. C.
U. students, the students were ranked,

‘| according to their comparison with

the others who took the test, in their
T. C..U.. grade index and in" their
total score on the nation-wide test.
The two ranks were combined to give
the students their ranking either as
honor or as general candidates,
Differences Stated

Dean Hall said that the ranking of
a student as honmor candidate indi-
cates that he is adjudged to have the
tools, background and capacity re-
quisite for doing scholarly work, and
that he should prepare for profes-
sional or graduate work. Each de-
partment, he said, will provide spe-
cial opportunities for honor candi-
dates to develop initiative, research
and special projects as they are able.
“A general candidate,” he #aid,
“will meet the full requirements for
a standard Bachelor's degree. He
should aim for a general culture cur-
riculum rather than for a scholarly
or professional training.”

.According to the dean, a general
candidate may choose, instead of a

“The disarmament conference was
a failure,” declared Dr. W, J. Ham-
mond Wednesday evening before a
meeting of the International Relations
Club. “The only thing in sight now
is another world castrophe such as
we had in 1914, The economic con-
ference failed because nations of the
world are preparing for war, and
because Roosevelf “made a sudden
reversal of policy. The president had
to surrender either his world pro-
gram or the NRA, and he unhesi-
tatingly chose to let the world pro-
gram go.”

At the first fall meeting of the
International Relations in Brite Col-
lege chapel, Dr. Hammond's speech
was the main feature of the pro-
gram which concluded with a round
table discussion. Hammond further
stated that Americans own 80 percent
of Cuba today, giving that as one of
the big reasons for the dissension
in the island. Speaking of Germany
he said, “She is undoubtedly nearer
war now than she was a year ago.
In war, Germany would probably co-
operate with Russia, though at the
present Russia is keeping a wary
eye on strongly-armed Japan.”

Four new members voted into the
club at a business meeting held aft-
er the program were Lee Glasgow,
Billy Allen, Jack Roe and Fred Cas-
sidy, Johnny LeBus was voted in as
an honorary member, Nat ' Wells,
president, presided at the meeting.
