The administration aims for us to be “recog-
nized for our global perspective and our diverse
and supportive learning community.”

Stop putting them toward
oftfices for adjunct faculty. Instead put them to-
ward bringing in faculty members who can sub-
stantiate our mission statement.

We need that information, we crave that ex-
perience and without it we have the potential to
become the ignorant college students that many
may have labeled us to be.

Parking also public problem

My name 1s Russ Bloxom. |

The name of my late brother,
Dave Bloxom, is on the school’s
new million-dollar Jumbotron
scoreboard. He donated it three
years ago, S0 years after his
graduation from TCU. Another
brother, Shankle Bloxom, who
died last June, also graduated
from TCU. Both he and Dave
were star TCU football players
in the late 1940s. And, one of
our nephews, Dana Bloxom, is
a TCU-ex from the 1970s

Our family is steep in
Horned Frog traditions and
annual support of the univer
sity. For many years, | espe
cially have attended football
games and hosted tailgate
parties for family, friends and
other TCU alumni

With all the wonderful things
going on at the school and
with the positive notoriety
TCU 1s getting from its excit
ing football program, one huge
disappointment and concern
has emerged. The university
has a terrible public parking
problem. It especially raises
questions when there is a con-
certed effort to fill the stadium
and expose the "home team” to
Fort Worth area residents who
have never attended a game.
Where are they going to park
conveniently?

Unless the public wishes to
buy reserved parking, attend
eces are forced to park in
remote lots, quite a walk to
the stadium and far removed
from the flavor of Frog Vil-
lage and the activities offered
Or, such supporters are pult

through a hassle to iind them
selves a spot in nooks and
crannies about the campus

'his year, the problem
became compounded when
otficials decided that the so
called freshman parking lot,
conveniently located at the
northeast corner of the sta
dium, was put off-limits to the
public. The lot also was desig
nated for no alcoholic bever
ages and no tailgate parties

Until more permanent solu
tions evolve, 1 urge TCU to
reconsider use of the freshman
parking lot during the season’s
home football games on Satur
days, some of which will occur
two or three weeks between
one another. On such Saturdays,
| suggest that freshmen, who
are on campus for the weekend,
be required to relocate their
vehicles ftor a 12-hour period
around game time. Designate
the lot for public parking and
allow tailgate parties with
alcoholic beverages. Additional
revenue could be derived by an
extra charge for such space

With trends in place and
available land for convenient
parking not growing, another
option for future public park
ing could be construction of
a below and above ground
parking garage in the far lot
north of the stadium. |

However, surface parking
and the option of having con-
venient tailgate parties for the
public have become scarce or
non-existent. In the current
push to promote attendance,
TCU has fallen terribly short
to make parking for public
visitors at a football game a
pleasurable enough experi-

Junior Lonta Hobbs leads Conference USA in scoring with 10 touchdowns and is third in rushing with 106
yards a game through four games. The mobility of Hobbs and sophomore Robert Merrill should be a poten

tial problem for an Army defense that ranks 10th in rushing defense, allowing 266 yards a game this year.

Army pass offense vs. TCU pass defense: Push

It's a toss up; Army’'s pass offense is the worst in Conference USA, producing just 144 yards a game, but
will go up against the worst passing defense in Conference USA. TCU has allowed 368 yards a game. This
game should determine whether TCU's defense will start playing “TCU defense” or whether Army can finally
jump start their passing game against a struggling TCU pass defense.

Army rush offense vs. TCU rush defense: TCU

Army head coach Bobby Ross has turned around an absent rushing offense into the fourth best in
Conference USA with 167 yards a game. However, Army will be going up against the number one rushing
defense in the conference that allows a miniscule 87 yards a game, which means they shouldn't allow
Army to gain 167 yards in this game.

Outlook: The outlook depends on how TCU's defense can respond to the last two losses against Texas
Tech and University of South Florida and who will be playing for the Horned Frogs. However, whoever ends
up playing quarterback or receiver should be able to light up the Army pass defense.
