He is a member of the 
board of the National Smithsonian Associates, the James Smithson Society and 
the Collectors' Committee of the National Gallery of Art at Washington, D.C. 
He is a long-time member of the Exchange Club of Fort Worth. 

Bass has been the recipient of numerous awards and honors, including 
the Southwestern Snipe Yacht Racing Championship in 1934 and the Inter­
national Snipe Championship in 1935. He earned the Belknap Prize for 
Excellence in Geology from Yale University in 1937, the Yale Engineering 
Association Award for meritorious service to Yale University in 1963. He 
has been given the Silver Beaver, the Silver Antelope and the Silver Buffalo 



Awards of the Boy Scouts of America and the Golden Deeds Awards from 
the Fort Worth Exchange Club. He was named the Outstanding Non-Resident 
Conservation Rancher by the Atascosa County Soil and Water Conservation 
District in 1976, the "Outstanding Outdoorsman of the Year" by the Fort 
Worth Sportsmen's Club in 1979 and the " Sportsman of the Year" by Ducks 
Unlimited Inc. in 1982. In 1982 he also was given the Gold Medal Award 
for Conservation by the African Safari Club of Philadelphia. 

He served as commodore of the Snipe Class International Yacht Racing 
Association in 1941. as navigator of the yacht "American Eagle" when it was 
the winner of the first World Ocean Racing Championship in 1972 and as 
commodore of the Fort Worth Boat Club in 1974. He was made an honorary 
citizen of Palestine, Texas, in 1982.

He was a member of the 
executive committee of the National Petroleum Council, a member of the 
National Oil Policy Committee and the Committee on Possible Future Petrol­
eum Problems of the United States. He is presently a member of the ad hoc 
committee of the Texas Energy and Natural Resources Advisory Council. 

He is a member of Santa Gertrudis Breeders International, the Pioneers 
Santa Gertrudis Breeders Association, the National Cattlemen's Association, 
Texas Horse Racing Association Inc., the Texas Thoroughbred Breeders 
Association Inc. , and the Southwestern Exposition and Fat Stock Show 
Executive Committee. In 1978 he was named to the American Quarter Horse 
Hall of Fame. He is chairman of the board of Chisholm Trail Inc. 

He has served as a commissioner and as mayor pro tem of Westover Hills.

Company, president of Perry R . Bass Inc. , the Bass Foundation, and the 
Sid W. Richardson Foundation. He is a director of Bass Brothers Enterprises 
Inc., Bass Explorations Inc., Delbasin Corp. and Braniff Airlines. 

Bass is a founding director of McMullen County State Bank and a former 
advisory director of Texas American Bancshares Inc. He formerly served as a 
director of Tandy Corporation, the Missouri & Pacific Railroad, the Texas & 
Pacific Railroad, Insurance Securities Inc., California Windsor Company, Life 
Insurance Company of California, Allegheny Airlines, Delhi International 
Oil, the Fort Worth National Bank and the Texas Research Foundation.
