1. The Company shalI not b e Ilable for m istakes or delays in the transmission or delivery, or for non-rlelivery, or any message received for t ransmission at the unrepeated-message 
rate b eyond the sum of five hundred clo l1 ars: nor for mistakes or delays in the t ransmissioo or delivery, or for non-de livery, of any message received for t ransmission at t he repea ted~ 
message rate beyond the s um of five thousand dollars, unless specially valued; nor in any case for delays arising trom unavoidable interruption in the working of its lines. 

2. In any event t he Company shall not be liable for damag-es for mlstnkes or delays in the transmission or delivery, or ror tbe non-delivery, of any message, whether caused by 
the negl!gencc of it8 servants or otherwise, beyond the actual loss, not exceeding in any event the sum of five thousand dollars, at which amount the sender of ear.11 message representR that 
the message is valued. unless a greater value is s.taterl in \\Ti ting by t.hc sender thereof at t,he timP- the message Js tendered for transmission , and unless the repeattd-mcssage ra te is paid or 
agreed to be paid, and an addit.ional charge equal to one-tenth of one per cent of the amount by wbich such valuation shall exceed fi ve t housand dollars.
