III. CLASS SCHOLARSHIP AWARDS. 

The former policy of granting one scholarship for the student making the 
highest grade in eacn of the four college classes has been changed. as explained 
fully in the catalog. The number of scholarships awarded has been increased. 
and the basis of award includes not only grades but leadership ability. scholarly 
promise. and need. 

Ten scholarships ($150.00) will be awarded to those who make the best 
all-round showing in the Pre-junior Achievement tests at the close of the 
sophomore year. 

The Wyatt C. Hedrick Scholarship ($250.00) will be awarded to the 
Junior with the best all-round three-year record and promise of usefulness. 

These awards cannot be announced until after all the spring grade~ are in. 

IV. SENIOR CLASS SCHOLARSHIP. 

Instead of granting one scholarship to the senior making the highest grades 
in the senior year. as formerly. the policy now is to award a number of Scholar­
ships. or Fellowships. These awards are made on the basis of the high grades 
for the four years. and for the senior year. and in some cases especially their 
usefulness for some service in the departments where they are assigned; but all 
of these must have attained cum laude rank or all "A's" in the senior year.
