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University seeks to name dean, vice chancellor

The university is conducting searches for
a new vice chancellor for fiscal affairs and a
dean of students, but no definite deadline
has been set to fill the positions.

E. Leigh Secrest, vice chancellor for fis-
cal affairs, and Elizabeth Proffer, dean of
students, will retire from their positions at
the end of May.

A search committee composed of repre-
sentatives from the administration, staff and
faculty has been formed to find the vice
chancellor’s replacement, said Chancellor
William Tucker. The student affairs office
is heading the search to replace Dean Prof-
fer, Tucker said.

The position of vice chancellor for stu-
dent affairs is also in transition because
Margaret Barr left in October, Tucker said.
Don Mills is currently serving as the interim
vice chancellor.

“We are in the process of a national
search to find a vice chancellor for fiscal
affairs because of Dr. Secrest’s impending
retirement May 31,” Tucker said.

The search to fill the position began in
late fall, and over 200 nominations and
applications were received. The advisory
search committee narrowed the number of
applicants to 15 and then further narrowed
the number to four, Tucker said. These four
were invited to campus for a two-day inter-
view, he said.

The committee will determine if it wants

to extend an offer to one of the candidates,
he said. Although the vice chancellors are
appointed by the chancellor, Tucker said he
will recommend that the Board of Trustees
elect that person. He said he hopes the final
decision can be made soon, but would give
no formal date of announcement.
The position of vice chancellor for stu-

dent affairs was vacated in October by Mar-

garet Barr, who moved to Illinois for a
position with Northwestern University.

The student affairs search will not begin
until the vice chancellor for fiscal affairs is
chosen, Tucker said. He estimated that the
process could begin in the fall.

“The process of searching for a new vice
chancellor for student affairs is not under-
way,” Tucker said. “Dr. Mills will continue

to serve until the process is complete. For
now student affairs is in excellent hands.”

The search to replace Dean of Students
Elizabeth Proffer, who retires in May, is
currently underway, said Don Mills, interim
vice chancellor for student affairs.

“The search began March 1 with over
150 applicants,” Mills said. “The committee
has narrowed the number to approximately
12. Now we hope to bring three or four can-
didates to campus at the first of next month
and have a selection shortly thereafter.”

Mills said he hoped to have a new dean
of students June 1.

Secrest has been vice chancellor for fis-
cal affairs since 1980. Prior to that, he
served as vice chancellor for advanced stud-
ies and research, Continental National Bank

‘Spike Lee
details

film career,
dreams

Whether directing, writing, pro-
ducing or acting, Spike Lee has done
it all in his films. And he talked about
it all Monday night during a 90-
minute appearance at the University
of Texas at Arlington.

Appearing before a crowd of 1,200
in the 2,800-seat Texas Hall, Lee
made it clear early in his speech that
the focus of his discussion would be
his film career rather than the politi-
cal diatribes that have made him con-
troversial in the past. Saving his
opinions on current issues like race
relations and the Rodney King trials
for stinging asides, Lee provided his
listeners with an overview of his
career by erving up equal doses of
stand-up comedy and serious obser-
vations.

Recalling his childhood days, Lee
said he never intended to become a
filmmaker. His true goal was to
become a second baseman 'in base-
ball, “but genetics took care of that,”
Lee joked of his short stature.

Film took baseball’s place in his
heart, but he delayed studying the
field until graduate school and
instead attended Atlanta’s More-
house College, a historically black
university. The reason he chose
Morehouse over the traditional film
schools of UCLA and the University
of Southern California was because
of the college entrance exams.

“I’ve always believed the SATs
are culturally biased,” Lee said.
“And since those schools required
these exams, I chose to wait until the
graduate level for film.”

Lee attended New York Univer-

professor of management science and
interim vice chancellor and dean of the uni-
versity.

Barr served as vice chancellor for student
affairs from 1985 to 1992. Before coming
to TCU, Barr was supervisor of new student
orientation and associate dean of students at
the University of Texas in Austin. At
Northern Illinois University, Barr was vice
chancellor for student affairs from 1982 to
1985.

Proffer came to TCU as a journalism
instructor and director of student social
activities in 1954. She became director of
student activities in 1966, and director of
university programs and services in 1972.
In 1973, she took her current position of
dean of students.

sity’s film program, where his final
project, “Joe’s Bed-Stuy Barber-
shop: We Cut Heads,” won a student
Academy Award. Armed with the
student Oscar and an agent, he waited

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for Hollywood to call.

«And I waited, and I waited, and
then I fired my agent,” Lee said. “I
finally decided that I had to go
around the Hollywood system, and
decide it’s not going to be this great
big thing — but something of my
own experience that I could manage
myself.”

The result was his first feature
film, “She’s Gotta Have It,” which
Lee shot in just 12 days in New York
for $13,000. The rest of its final
$175,000 budget came from film
processing, editing, and advertising
costs — astonishingly low in a film
industry where the typical budget is
at least $20 million. The end result
wowed critics and made $8.5 mil-
lion.

“She’s Gotta Have It’ was really
the film that paved the way for the
rest of the black filmmakers,” Lee
said. “I still tell young filmmakers -
that’s the best way to get it — going
around the system.” i

Noting the current success of
Austin filmmaker Robert
Rodriguez’s “El Mariachi,” which
was shot for just $7,000, Lee noted
“the stakes are even lower now.”

“Now, it’s not raising the money
‘that determines your success, but
who’s got the best ideals and the
* desire to make it,” Lee said. .

Dallas Cowboys will face
fraternity basketball team

They’re big. They're bad. They’re
the 1993 World Champions.

Winning the Super Bowl wasn’t
enough for the Dallas Cowboys —
now they’re taking to the basketball
court to challenge members of the
Interfraternity Council.

The House of Student Representa-
tives voted Tuesday to give IFC
$1,000 to help rent Daniel-Meyer
Coliseum for the April 22 show-
down. Representatives also voted to
revise the House election code and to
support the removal of a shrub from
the south side of Tom Brown Resi-
dence Hall.

“If you’re planning or doing a
Daniel-Meyer Coliseum event, it’s
pretty costly, but well worth it,” said
Ben Hall, Student Concerns chair-
man and IFC presideft.

Although the $1,000 will not
cover the entire cost of renting the
coliseum, it will help lower ticket
prices, said Mike Henry, Finance
chairman.

“We (the Finance committee) felt
it was worthwhile to throw in the
$1,000,” Henry told representatives.

Tickets are $5 for university stu-
dents and faculty, and $8 for area res-
idents, Hall said. Tickets are on sale
now at the Student Center Informa-
tion Desk, but the game could still be
called off, he said.

“If we don’t have enough pre-sale
tickets to cover the price and get
enough people out there, (the Cow-
boys) will cancel,” he said.

Proceeds from ticket sales will go

to Roever Educational Assistance
Programs, an organization that sends
motivational speakers to high
schools.

“It’s an outstanding opportunity
for TCU to get involved in the com-
munity,” said Charles Bauer, a junior
political science major and member
of the IFC team. “The people it’s
going to touch down the line are the
underprivileged children of Amer-
ica.”

“A lot of people could benefit and
have a lot of fun,” Hall said.

Two representatives from each
fraternity recognized by IFC will
play on the IFC All-Stars team, Hall
said. They’ll be facing cornerback
Kevin Smith, linebacker Ken Norton
Jr., guard Nate Newton, defensive
end Jim Jeffcoat, safety Kenny Gant,
Todd Jones and cornerback and for-
mer Frog cornerback Larry Brown.

One representative from each
sorority will be chosen as a cheer-
leader, Hall said.

The revised House election code is
structurally easier to comprehend,
said Nathan Digby, Elections and
Regulations chairman. In particular,
sections on general election proce-
dures and campaign procedures were
merged.

An amendment was also added to
open the language of the election
code: for example, “chairman™ was
changed to “chair.” An additional
amendment was passed to except
candidates for residence hall repre-
sentative from limitations on the
number of posters per hall.

Representatives also passed a bill
to support the removal of a shrub
from the south side of Tom Brown.
The shrub, a Chinese photenia,
smells bad and aggravates allergies

of residents on that side of the hall,
said Zac Tureau, Tom Brown repre-
sentative. The administration will
remove the shrub, Tureau said.

Proffer recognized for ethical ideals

Elizabeth Proffer, who is retiring
in May as dean of students,
received the 1993 Ethics Award
from the university’s journalism
department Tuesday night.

During the department’s annual
awards banquet, Proffer told jour-
nalism students, faculty and staff
the award helps cap off her 39-year
career at the university.

“This couldn’t come from a
group I could appreciate more,” she
said. “The journalism department
has always been a second home for
me.”

The ethics award recognizes
individuals who exemplify high
ideas of integrity and fairness in the
conduct of mass media, said jour-
nalism chairman Anantha Babbilli.

“She (Proffer), more than any-
one else I know, has walked the
path between the right to know and

the right to privacy,” he said.

“She’s taught student journalists
how to think for themselves and
decide ethically about what is right
and wrong.”

Proffer joined TCU’s staff in
1954 as an instructor in journalism
and student of student social activ-
ities. After serving as director of
student activities and director of
university programs and services,
she was named dean of students in
1973.

Proffer said the journalism
award represents the importance of
knowing the difference between
right and wrong and acting accord-
ingly.

“Ethics are at the heart of what I
do,” she said. “You live ethics, you
don’t just talk about them.”

Although the award normally
goes to a professional in the fields
of journalism, public relations or
advertising, a special exception
was made for the retiring dean of
students.

“We feel that Libby has taken the

highest standards of the profession
and applied them in another area,”
said Tommy Thomason, associate
professor of journalism.

“She is no longer a journalist, but
the standards of truth, responsibil-
ity, fairness and objectivity we con-
sider so important are the same
standards that have motivated her
in her work with students.over the
years,” he said.

During her keynote speech at the
banquet, Proffer talked of the
changes she’s experienced at TCU,
including physical improvements
of the campus, the adoption of a
Student Bill of Rights and Code of
Conduct, integration of African-
Americans into the university and
the increased status of women.

“We’ve come a long way, baby,
but we have a long way go yet,” she
said.

Proffer said journalists have a
responsibility to use their abilities
for social change.

“We’re in a hell of a mess right
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now, and it makes a difference
when individuals work together for
what they believe in,” Proffer said.

“So be more than a journalist,”
she told the students, “Be a good
citizen, t0o.” -
