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Student center demolition brings orientation changes

Where the Brown-Lupton
Student Center goes, orienta-
tion shall not follow.

The Student Center is
scheduled to be demolished
at the beginning of June,
said Harold Leeman, asso-
ciate director of major proj-
ects at the Physical Plant, but
Carrie Zimmerman, director
of first year experience, said
the demolition will not slow

down the upcoming freshman
orientation sessions.

Because orientation will
not be held in its usual loca-
tion this summer, the pro-
gram has adapted a series of
changes to accommodate the
incoming freshmen.

The number of students
per session has been reduced,
but more sessions have been
added. She said enrollment
will be 125 students a session
for 10 sessions, as opposed

to 225 a session for six ses-
sions.

Zimmmerman said students
are being housed in Foster
Hall, instead of Colby Hall
and the orientation banquet
will be in the Kelly Alumni
Center, instead of the Student
Center ballroom.

“In some ways these small-
er numbers are actually bet-
ter,” Zimmerman said. “The
staff to student ratio is a lot
better, which will give the

new students more personal
attention.”

Zimmerman said the small-
er number of students also
helps her staff solve spacial
dilemmas.

“With those smaller num-
bers, we’re able to use the
smaller rooms that we haven’t
been able to before,” Zimmer-
man said.

She said the program will

Hall, Beasley Hall, the Moudy
Building, Dan Rodgers Hall,
the Tucker Technology Cen-
ter, the Sid Richardson Build-
ing, the University Recreation
Center, Carter Hall and Reed
Hall.
