Jr o., 'one dated December 18th and the other Christmas 
day . Quite a lot of each hrtter was deleted however 
from tho subj ct that 1 -irt censo_ed out probably con­
e rnocl the confiscation of t he Red C oaa food parcels 
hy the Gl'l:roRns e Anyway, he told of havine r eceived _ 
tl!e Rud Cross Chrl at!im.3 packages wM.ch contained turkey 
and t;ocxlios f or Chr i stma s . He sa i d it wan the f:trst 
turkey he had seen in two years and tol d of havinc 
oode pie:3 which they planned to eat nt ten o ' clock that 
night. 

From the tone or these letters he seemed in 
excBllent spirits and said they v;ere all fine . 

I hope you are hearing reeularly and shall 
appr0ciato any information you may receive a.bout t ese 
boys . 

Let •s continue to hope and pray that they 
v1ill soon be home \1i th us again • .
