I continued in & minor capaclty to work
with the Advertising Department up until November 1,
1931, at which time the Star.Tele:ram igsued a
special edition in connection with tha opauing of
the Texss & Pacific Raillway Compsny's new pussenger
station, freight terminul, warehouse, yasrds and dlied
setivities costing fifteen million dollers. It was
quite & nice edition and esrried about fifty thousand
dollers worth of advertising., PFollowing that issue,
I wag relegated or retired, so-to-spesk, to the stud
farm on the basie that 1 had served my time in the
Advertising Departument.

Now, comes the opening of the Consolidated
Aircraft Corporation)s new thirty million dolliar
plent and my assocletes promised that if I would
try and come back for another iscue I would be per-
manently retired - at least in that department., Thus
in as few words as possible I have trisd to explain
the predicament that now confronts me, .

The construction of the Consolidated Air-
eraft Corporation's plant and its affiliated intersats
by the government in Fort Worth hag been the largest
e¢ivic development during the history of our city sand
will mean en inerease within the next 15 or 18 months
of mope than 75,000 in ocur population. It is/our
purpose to deplct and present to ths public thie
achievement of our city.
