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Aresearch study conducted in 2013 at Northwestern
University in Chicago found that employees are
happier, healthier, and more productive when they
work in an environment that affords them adequate
amounts of natural light. Mohamed Boubekri and Ivy
Cheung, who collaborated on the study, strongly
encourage employers to remodel spaces that
depend primarily on artificial lighting. While
employers may initially balk at the expense of
remodeling such buildings to increase the amount of
natural daylight exposure, the investment has been
shown to be well worth it in the long run—for both
employees and employers.

Xerography, better known as photocopying, was
invented in 1938. It is different from earlier copying
methods like cyanotype because it uses dry
developers instead of liquid ones. During this
process, light bounces off the original document and
focuses onto a light-sensitive material that is
electrically charged. This produces a positively
charged image. Then, a negatively charged black
powder called “toner” adheres to the image on the
light-sensitive  surface. Finally, the image is
transferred to blank paper, producing a copy. Today,
this technology is used in photocopy machines and
laser printers to turn out high-quality and durable
documents.
