With   Boy   Morton   pitching   yi   old- 
ti   loiin,  with   perfect  support by 
his teammates, the Sherman colleg- 
ians were helpless Friday. Hudson 
••■as hit by a pitched hall in the sec 
ond inning, hut died on first. Wilson 
got on in like manner in the third 
hut Bettison's throw to Graves killed 
hih by yards on an attempt to steal. 
Richards hii over center field for twt 
bases—the only hit Austin secured 
in the fifth—but could advance no fur- 
ther.    After that   no man saw  first. 

I/>wry, who had pitched the Pres- 
byterians to victory at Sherman, was 
also chary with hits, lie allowed twe 
in succession in the seventh, however 
which lost him the game. Cooper hit 
to right center for three bases and 
Scored on Bettison's single before a 
man was out. "Betty" stole second 
and went lo third on Dodd's sacrifice, 
but died at the plate when Graves hit 
to the pitcher; a fast double play 
from Lowry to Richards to Hudson 
getting  both men. 

T. C. V. had other promising chances 
to score in the first, third and eighth 
innings, but Lowry pulled out, with- 
out danger, using strike-outs to good 
effect. Lamonica drew a life in tin 
first inning on Wilson's error—the 
only one in the game. Query walked 
and both advanced on Cooper's infield 
out.    Bettison fanned, however. 

In the third Lamonica hit over cen- 
ter tor I bice base* after Morton had 
fouled out, hut Sorey's hot one to 
short was too fast for him to score 
on it, and Gillespie snagged Query'! 
line drive. "Shorty" by the way play- 
ed unlucky in both games. Then in 
the eighth Lamonica snapped a hard 
grounder down the left foul line, and 
stole second ami third. Sorey hit a 
slow one to Gillespie, who nailed bin 
by a fraction of an inch. Thus it was 
that only one run was scored ,but one 
was enough lo win, so nobody mourn- 
ed.

it has been auggaited that if the 
studenta eleel the edttori thai i be1 
ter paper can be made, That may be 
true, inn the danger of politics enter- 
ing into the student affaira is ex- 
ceedingly dangeroua, And unless ■ 
poaitive method be reached by which 
politica be absolutely excluded, the 
matter bad better stay in the bandi 
of the  faculty as  it   now  stands. 

The Texas Stale 1'nivei'sity paper, 
the   "Texan,"   was   referred   to   as   an 
example of a paper whose editors 
were elected by  the leudenti, and it 
is true that the "Texan" is run under 
almost tin1 most miserable political 
scheme possible, The school is work- 
ing now to rid itself of the present 
condition. The plan simply to allow 
the students to run the paper without 
any other definite plans, by which 
the paper could be <anieil on, better 
than it is done now in the State Uni- 
versity would be a failure. 

Hut there is a plan in existence 
that is carried out by the students, 
and without the politics, and that is 
the competitive system. The plan is 
simply to give the editorship to a 
competent man ami let hitn select the 
reporters from the freshman class 
by competition, in their tryout in re- 
porting. Then from the next class 
select the associate editors by the 
same plan. And from the junior 
class he should select the assistant 
editor. And then as his term expires 
he should go into the office of Pres- 
ident, which would give him the power 
to select tlie editor by competition in 
editing the paper. In the hands of the 
president of the paper should be 
given the note book of the calendar 
of university dates, In fact he should 
have all the information possible, in 
every department of the university 
and keep before the student body the 
coming events. He should be able to 
warn them of anything of interest 
that in the present condition is im- 
practicable. Then the president once 
in office with the experience should 
decide the different contests for re- 
porter, associates, assistants, etc. 
After the system is once established 
the best reporters contest for asso- 
ciates, and tlie best associates nm 
test for assistant!, and the best as 
■iatanti contest  for the  best   editor. 

This plan is above politics if it. is 
carried on properly, The interest ol 
the president is for the best paper 
possible and he will not allow any- 
thing that, would Interfere with his 
plans  come  in   the  way. 

The following articles from beads 
of other papers give the conditions ir 
their school concerning the lame man 
net- of competition: 

"The Crimson is run under the fol- 
lowing system: In the last half of 
the freshman year, and the first, and 
second halves of the sophomore year, 
there are competitor! for places on 
the editorial board, about four men 
being taken out at each competition 
From these ordinary editors a short 
competition is held to elect three 
assistant managing editors, who hav< 
the work of getting out the paper 
two nights a week. Their duties in- 
clude corrections of stories brought in 
by the candidates, and the general 
set-up and heading of the  paper. 

At the end of each half year, the 
best one of these men is elected is 
managing editor for the succeeding 
half year. This choice Is based prin- 
cipally upon the quality of the trial 
editorials which have been handed in 
to the President, as well as on his 
faithfulness and exactness in the 
technical work of getting out the pa-

The Importance of the presidency 
is so great that friendship or polities 
of any sort do not enter into it, as 
the fellows feel a conscious pride in 
the success of the paper,
