Decisions to hold a former Coffeehouse chairman responsible for a 

budget overrun, to appoint an assistant treasurer and to revise the 
election code drew major debate in the House of Student Representa 
tives Tuesday afternoon 

Intense argument erupted when Treasurer Steve Oatman presented 
the Finance Committee's recommendation to hold Rick Smith, former 
Coffeehouse chairman, accountable for a $500 budget overexpenditurc 

Steve Miller, town student representative, said it would be bad to 
penalize Smith for the action since he might have to reimburse the 
House for a large sum, if he cannot get outside help in paying the debt 

Past Experience 
Miller added that Smith might not have known the fiscal require- 

ments when he assumed the position and thus "it would be bad to 
penalize him after the fact." 

Jeff Lyle. SPB director, said Smith should have "taken Mr Lowe's 
action to heart " Tom Lowe, past House president, was reprimanded 
for overexpenditures. "One of the duties of the Coffeehouse chairman 
is to be fiscally responsible," Lyle said. 

Randy Moresi, Activities Council director, said Smith knew what 
was required of him since he was on the AC when its bylaws were 
rewritten 

The motion to hold Smith accountable for the budget deficit was 
passed with three dissenting votes 

Nomination Snag 
In his committee report. Oatman nominated Wendy Wdliams for the 

assistant treasurer post. 
However, the motion hit a snag when questions concerning Miss 

Williams' abilities arose. 

Calvin East, Clark dorm representative, said he had heard Miss 
Williams had been accused of losing the account books for the dorm 

President Bill Stotesbery said when Miss Williams retired from the 
treasurer's position, a complete set of books was turned over to the 
new treasurer 

Miss Williams was approved by the assembly as assistant treasurer. 
In the Elections Committee report, Chairman Clark Terry, Clark 

dorm representative, told the House two bills, abolishing a filing fee 
and prohibiting handbills from being distributed for campus elections, 
had been defeated in committee. 

However, House rules were suspended to allow discussion of the 
bills. 

Pretty Sloppy 
Arguing for the handbill proposal, Lanny Gookin, town student 

representative, said "It gets pretty sloppy around campus" during 
student elections 

Terry said handbills were traditionally a part of all campaigns, and 
the committee felt handbills were beneficial to elections 

On the question of filing fees, which are $2, Tom Angle, town student 
representative, said the money received by the committee helps pay 
for running elections. 

Debate ended when the bills were referred back to committee. 
In other action, the House approved Jim Marston's amendment to 

the Student Bill of Rights prohibiting discrimination on the basis of 
race, creed, color, sex or place of national origin. 

Marston, Tom Brown representative, also introduced resolutions 
which would establish a review board for residence hall programming 
and which would provide for all University committees with student

Weekend. Jeff Lyle, SPB 
director, said there is a need for a 
flexible budget. 

Lyle continued that such items 
as the Homecoming dance and 
special speakers during Howdy 
Week and Parents Weekend may 
not be necessary The present 
budget, Lyle said, goes by a strict 

line item structure which causes 
unnecessary budgeting 

Also, Howdy Week may face 
difficulties due to a three-day 
weekend. Registration will take 
place Wednesday through 
Friday, but the following Monday 
will be a holiday for students due 
to Labor Day.
