Mrs:•Emily Oaq)enter Lary 7G wife 
of J~~lge S. D.· Lary and m~mber of 
a family long prominent in East 'J'ex­
as atid l!~ort \Vorth. died Friday at 
noou at .Altadena, Cal. 

A. natiYe of ·1.•exas, born at Jeffer­
son :\fay 23, 1864, she married J uilge 
Lary Dec. 18, 1872, uniting two pio· 
neer 'I;exas families. They were mar­
ried at ·Jefferson and a few years lat­
er moYed to Texarkana, where they re­
sided n~arly 30 years before coming 
to · 1°ort 1\. orth on Christmas Eve, 
1902-. 

i\lrs. Lary's father, D. A.. Carpenter, 
was one o.f the· pionee~ building con­
tractors of Texas and his last big 
work was erection of the Bowie Coun­
ty courthpuse at New Boston, Texas, 
where Judge Lary later Rerved as sher­
iff and couuty •judge. Mrs. Lary was 
one of nine children and the daugh­
ter of a real home maker, as her moth­
er reared several orphan children in 
additi2n to her own.

F1·isco :Railroad system iu 11ine SoutiJ­
western States tomo1Tow night, and 
on sei-cn other railroads between 
points wh~re tbeJ' compete with the 
Frisco. 

Tbe reduction from 3.6 to 2 cents 
per mile was designed by the Frisco 
management to meet motor bus and 
prirnte automobile competition, which 
has been making serious inroads in 
its passenger busin<'ss. · Frisco · offi­
cials also said the cut was the "rail­
road's contribution toward bringing 
business improre-ment." 

The fare became certain today with 
failure of the Inte1·state Commcree 
Commission to susrwnd the · proposed 
new rate announced by the l!'risco, be· 
ginning Feb. 1, and · seven competing 
railroads fell in line to!)ay, announc­
ing similar fare cuts between comp0ti­
tire points. The other roads are the
