The object is more brown and Jese gray than the 
photo indicates. I t we ighs 10 lbs. 10 oz. Th e re is 
some primary crust but most fac e s are obv~.ouel y bro ken 
and many are well t~umb-marke d . 

I have been absolutely unab~ to es tabl i sh anything 
a.bout when, wher e or by whom th i s was found . I d o no t 
ev en know whether Hawki ns fou ~d it h im self or got it 
fro rr a stud ent or a coll e ctor. His immddiate fam ily 
knew nothing .
