There are two th ings t hat r eally put me 
in a dil emma : first, t he structure seems to be ~niq e in t hat 
region or in expaeures of geological f ormat ions of t h is age 
i n Texa s. Thia would surel y indicate t lrnt it i s not due 
to a s alt do~e, i gneous plug or any ordinary geological process 
as t hese would surely not be in evidence Just aingl,. The re 
is also not only the beaut1ftlly formed cra t e r wall but also good 
evidence of a secondary ring as would be hoped for under t he 
orig inal Boon-Albritton hypothesis . 

BUT- - evertJ ing is r emarkably regula r about the rocks 
and structure. The tilts, dips , and arrangements are just too 
symmetical and well formed. There is j llt no evidence of heavy 
crusbisg , jumbling or disa rrangement . If this wae made by a 
meteorite it was a remarkably gentle and well beha ved on~. 
It looks more like a hand-made arr~ ement created by a pl ayful
